THE STATISTICS this year present a 
greater range of types of schools and 

a more complete regional representation 
than wi l l be f ound in previous listings. It 
wi l l be noted that more institutions have 
reported more data than has been c o m m o n 
in other years. It seems quite probable that 
this increased participation in reporting is 
a direct result of the ef fort and stimulation 
given by the Execut ive Secretary of the 
A . C . R . L . , N . O r w i n Rush. 

A l l w h o use these figures should appre-
ciate the arduous and exacting efforts of 
the librarians w h o tabulated and summar-
ized this information. D o n a l d T h o m p s o n , 
assistant director, University of A labama 
Libraries, prepared the materials f or G r o u p 
I , and D a n Graves , librarian, W i l l a m e t t e 
University , did the w o r k on G r o u p I I . 
' T h e data on G r o u p I I I were prepared 
by Catherine Zealberg , L ibrary Science D e -
partment, W e s t e r n Illinois State Teachers 
Col lege . 

In v i ew of the great accumulation of in-
formation in these tables, it was hoped 
that some comparisons might be made wi th 
the results f o r earlier years. H o w e v e r , the 
variation in schools represented f r o m year 
to year is so great that it is difficult to 
arrive at accurate conclusions. Since the 
present analyst had previously prepared a 
summary of the 1937-38 college and uni-
versity figures, he was interested in c o m -
paring the returns for that year with the 
present data. In order to give some va-
lidity to the comparisons, only those schools 
were considered w h i c h supplied in forma-
tion in both 1938 and 1947. 

F r o m a study of the above schools, it 
appears that although the total educational 
budgets in all types of colleges have in-

creased, the percentage allotted to the li-
brary is decreasing. T h e average library 
appropriation has never been large enough. 

A further selective study was made of 
the salaries of the chief librarians for those 
institutions represented in the summaries 
f or 1938, 1946, and 1947. T h e table be-
l o w indicates the results:

F r o m a more general study of salaries, 
it appears that even greater increases have 
been given to department heads and pro-
fessional assistants. It w o u l d appear that 
the gap between the chief librarian and 
his first assistant is much smaller than it 
was ten years ago. 

Since G . Fl int Purdy and L a w r e n c e S. 
T h o m p s o n have recently presented excel-
lent critical articles on library statistics, it 
hardly seems profitable to point out specific 
instances of the inadequacies of the present 
data. Prospective users of these figures, 
however , should be warned that it w o u l d be 
unprofitable and unreliable to compare 
( f r o m year to year) the medians or the 
extremes in any of the groups. Accurate 
results can only be obtained by selecting 
the schools that appear uni formly in each 
of the years to be considered. T h e n n e w 
extremes and means can be computed and 
the results compared. 

M a n y libraries have entered the tables 
this year. A continuing representative group 
of these libraries wi l l furnish us with factual 
material f or a picture of the postwar library 
era.—Foster E. Mohrhardt.

Brief of Minutes of Association of 
Research Libraries, January 30, 
Chicago 

In accordance with a recent decision to rec-
ognize an apparent public interest in the activi-
ties of the Association of Research Libraries, 
the fo l lowing digest of the minutes of the 
meeting of the association which was held in 
Chicago, January 30, is submitted. 

Farmington Plan 

Keyes D . Metca l f , chairman, Farmington 
Committee, reported briefly on the present 
status of the plan.1 It went into effect on Jan. 
I, 1948, on an experimental basis for the three 
countries, Switzerland, Sweden, and France. 
In each of the two former countries a dealer is 
being selected who will handle all Farmington 
Plan business. In France, the Bibliotheque 
Nationale will supply one of its "deposit" 
copies that can be spared; when it does not 
possess such a copy it will make a purchase 
for the Farmington Plan. 

For the present all Farmington Plan books 
are to be shipped to the N e w Y o r k Public 
Library where they will be classified and re-
shipped to the receiving libraries. T h e N e w 
Y o r k Public Library will be reimbursed by 
the Association of Research Libraries for the 
time of its staff spent in work on the Farm-
ington Plan. It is hoped that at the end of 
six months a sufficiently clear pattern will 
have been established so that a representative 
of the association can be sent to Europe this 
coming summer to arrange with the Farming-
ton foreign dealers to classify and distribute 
the books directly to the receiving libraries. 
It is hoped that this representative may also 
undertake preliminary arrangements with 

1 The Farmington Plan is a cooperative undertaking 
of a group of research libraries, most, but not all, of 
which are members of the Association of Research 
Libraries, to bring into this country and centrally 
record in the Union Catalog at the Library of Congress 
at least one copy of every book of possible research 
interest published anywhere in the world. However, 
the plan is still limited, even in the preliminary dis-
cussions which have been going on for several years, 
to works published in the Latin alphabet. 

other countries with a view to a possible ex-
tension of the plan beginning Jan. 1, 1949. 

M r . Metca l f explained that making as-
signments to the cooperating libraries under 
the Farmington Plan had been far f r om easy. 
Nevertheless, the serious complications had 
been surprisingly few. Fi f ty - two different 
libraries are accepting responsibility for one 
or more subjects. T h e r e are still some minor 
adjustments to be made. T h e r e was some dis-
cussion of the allocations, but on the whole it 
appeared that the assignments worked out by 
the committee have been received with a fair 
degree of approval.2 

T o finance the plan through the first three 
years of experimental operation, (i.e., to meet 
operational expenses, not to buy books ) , M r . 
Metcal f was able to announce that a grant of 
$15,000 had been made to the Association of 
Research Libraries by the Carnegie Corpora -
tion of N e w Y o r k . Since the association is an 
unincorporated body without a permanent 
office, the Carnegie grant has, at the associa-
tion's request, been turned over to N e w Y o r k 
Public Library, which will serve in this matter 
as its disbursing and accounting agent and 
report on demand of the executive secretary 
of the association. 

Cooperative Cataloging of Farmington 
Receipts 

T h e committee on this subject, of which 
R. A . Mi l l er of Indiana University is 
chairman, recommended, and the association 
adopted, a detailed plan which calls for a 
preliminary card to be prepared in prescribed 
form and mailed to the Union Catalog in 
Washington (with duplicate copy to Harvard, 
which has volunteered as a temporary meas-
ure, to check all Farmington receipts in order 
to make sure that all material is coming into

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the country under the plan which should 
come in) , within one month after receipt of 
the item. In some cases of marginal or ephem-
eral material this preliminary card may 
serve as the final and complete record, but in 
the case of more important material provision 
is made for fuller cataloging and for the 
printing of cards through prompt cooperation 
between the receiving library and the Library 
of Congress. 

Anonymous and Pseudonymous Cards 

T h e Librarian of Congress had recently 
reported to the executive secretary a proposal 
by Wyl l i s E. W r i g h t of Wi l l iams College, that 
there be included in the Supplement to the 
Catalog of Books Represented by Library of 
Congress Printed Cards a set of Library of 
Congress cards for anonymous and pseudony-
mous entries, amounting in all to about 29,000 
cards. " T h e s e are the cards," writes M r . 
Evans, "which have bracketed headings and 
some libraries have purchased sets for inclu-
sion in their deposited catalogs. T h e cards 
would be arranged by title and interfiled 
with other entries in the Supplement." 

T h e Librarian of Congress thought the 
proposal an excellent one and expressed a 
willingness to supply a set of these cards to 
Edwards Brothers for inclusion in the Sup-
plement if the association would approve. 
Approval was voted unanimously. 

Union List of Serials 

An important report by A . D . Osborn, 
A . R . L . representative on the Joint Committee 
on the Union List of Serials, was considered 
briefly. It is proposed to ask the Library 
of Congress to offer a permanent home for the 
Union List of Serials, which might be set up 
with a permanent editorial staff. T h e r e is 
some thought that the third edition might well 
be a consolidated union list containing all types 
of serials; but the editorial cost of such a 
w o r k would certainly be much greater than 
the $60,000 which was required for the second 
edition. If a foundation grant cannot be ob-
tained to cover the editorial cost, it has been 
suggested that the w o r k might be " farmed 
out " among research libraries on a coopera-
tive basis, letter by letter. 

Since the Osborn report had been so recently 
distributed, and since it involved such difficult 

problems, its serious discussion was postponed 
until the June meeting. 

Microfilming Cooperation 

Vernon Tate , of M . I . T . , chairman, pre-
sented a report of the Committee on M i c r o -
filming Cooperation. It indicated that the 
committee is concerning itself primarily with 
efforts to preserve American newspapers of 
national importance, that it is engaged through 
the Library of Congress in preparing a list of 
about 2500 newspapers that have been filmed 
or are in process of being filmed, that it is 
engaged in investigations looking toward the 
establishment of standards for newspaper 
reproduction on microfilm, and that the L i -
brary of Congress has generously agreed to 
act as a clearing house of information con-
cerning long run microfilm projects. It was 
moved that the Library of Congress prelimi-
nary list above-mentioned be photo-reproduced 
and distributed by the A . R . L . at an estimated 
price of $1.50 per copy. T h o u g h the motion 
was manifestly viewed with favor, the matter 
was, after a brief discussion, referred to the 
Advisory Committee with power. 

Library Statistics 

A letter f rom A . F. Kuhlman of the Joint 
University Libraries indicated that the matter 
of library statistics had not yet been settled 
to the satisfaction of all concerned, and urged 
that the matter be reopened f o r fresh consider-
ation. T h e chairman of the last committee 
on statistics being not at all averse to having 
the matter reopened, it was voted that a com-
mittee on library statistics be reconstituted 
with a new membership.3 

Increased Cost of Library of Congress 
Cards 

T h e executive secretary referred to the 
communication f r om the Librarian of C o n -
gress which had been published in the Library 
of Congress Processing Department, Cata-
loging Service, Bulletin 13, Appendix, D e -
cember 1947, in which it has been announced 
that it had been decided to carry out the

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instruction of the H o u s e of Representatives ' 
Commit tee on Appropriat ions to include " a 
fair proport ion of the initial cataloging cos t " 
in the price of L ibrary of Congress cards. A t 
the request of the Librar ian of Congress , a 
jo int meeting of the A . L . A . and the A . R . L . 
had been held the previous evening (January 
2 9 ) f o r a discussion of this matter. T h e 
meeting had been wel l attended. T h e L ibrar i -
an of Congress had been present, and had 
spoken at length. A f t e r a considerable dis-
cussion the meeting had ended by passing t w o 
resolutions as f o l l o w s : 

1. T h a t it be recorded as the sense of this 
meeting that the officers of the A . L . A . and the 
A . R . L . appoint between them a committee to 
act jointly with the L ibrar ian of Congress upon 
the issue he had raised, in order to resolve it in 
a manner which wi l l most satisfactorily meet 
both his instructions and the interest of the 
country's l ibraries. T h i s committee, especially 
its A . L . A . members, shall represent all types of 
l ibraries. 

2. T h a t the President of the A . L . A . and the 
executive secretary of A.R.L. invite other inter-
ested l ibrary associations to join them in the 
formation of a joint commitee to develop a pro-
gram for presenting to Congress the interests of 
A m e r i c a n l ibraries in the cata loging and card 
distribution services of the L ibrary of Congress 
and for mobil iz ing A m e r i c a n l ibrarians in sup-
port of that program, g i v i n g special attention 
to adequate representation of all types of li-
braries making use of L ibrary of Congress 
printed cards.4 

Proposal to Use Fulbright Funds for Large 
Scale Microcopying Abroad 

T h e executive secretary d r e w attention to 
a lengthy document just received f r o m Edgar 
L . Erickson, chairman, Commit tee on D o c u -
mentary Reproduct ion , Amer i can Histor ica l 
Association, entitled " P r o p o s a l f o r Partic ipa-
tion of Research, Col lege , and Re ference 
Libraries in the Amer i can Histor ica l Assoc i -
at ion-Library of Congress P r o j e c t f o r the 
M i c r o c o p y i n g of Research Mater ia l s A b r o a d , "

together with a letter of endorsement f r o m 
the Librar ian of Congress . T h e proposal is to 
use some part of the Fulbright funds to sup-
port a great p rogram of microf i lming of 
research materials in fore ign countries where 
such funds are available. Laudable as the 
pro jec t is, there is doubt whether it is legally 
possible to use Fulbright funds f o r it. H o w -
ever, M r . Erickson is engaged in an ef fort 
to get a liberal interpretation of the law which 
wi l l permit such use, and he feels it w o u l d 
be of great assistance if research, col lege, and 
reference libraries w o u l d undertake to supply 
necessary dol lar credits to meet costs in this 
country in case Fulbright funds should be used 
to support the program abroad. 

Since M r . Erickson's document was far too 
long f o r care fu l consideration in the present 
meeting, it w a s voted to refer it to the A d -
visory Commit tee f o r suitable action. 

The Analysis of Scholarly Serials 

T h e executive secretary drew attention to 
an exchange of letters on this subject which 
had taken place between himself as director 
of libraries at the University of Pennsylvania, 
and the Librar ian of Congress . T h e f o r m e r 
had emphasized the scholarly importance of 
analytics and had drawn attention to the 
arrears into which this w o r k had fallen since 
1939) both at the L ibrary of Congress and 
among the cooperating research libraries. H e 
had urged that a fresh ef fort be made to push 
the w o r k once more with v igor and bring it 
up to date, though he had acknowledged the 
present incapacity of his o w n institution to 
make any very helpful contribution. T h e 
Librar ian of Congress had answered that it 
w a s hoped that there could be a new edition 
of Bulletin no. 16-19 ( A p r i l 1, 1932) of the 
L ibrary of Congress C a r d Divis ion issued 
t oward the end of 1948 or early in 1949, which 
w o u l d be the first step t oward r e f o r m . H e 
ful ly acknowledged the small progress which 
had been made with analytics since 1940, due 
to w a r conditions and other w o r k deemed 
more pressing, and then more recently due to 
the problem of cataloging foreign acquisitions 
received under the Cooperat ive Acquisit ions 
Pro jec t , a prob lem which involved both the 
L ibrary of Congress and the cooperating 
research libraries. T h o u g h he expressed the 
hope that the analyzing of serials might be 
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renewed in a small w a y in 1948, there seemed 
little prospect of resuming the w o r k in ful l 
scale in the near future . 

In discussion, M r . Evans said that in gen-
eral the L ibrary of Congress regarded ana-
lytics as secondary to cataloging of arrears 
of books, but he w a s not certain that this 
proposition w a s sound and he w o u l d be glad 
to consider any proposal . H e thought that 
an arrearage of cataloging w a s probably a 
necessity in any very large l ibrary, but he 
freely acknowledged that it may have been 
" o v e r d o n e " in the L ibrary of Congress . M r . 
D a v i d expressed the v i ew that if the principle 
w e r e accepted that book cataloging should 
come be fore analytics there w a s little hope of 
doing anything about analytics in the f o r e -
seeable future . It w a s pointed out that the 
list of serials to be analyzed had not been 
revised f o r seventeen years, and the suggestion 
w a s made that some of the items on the list 
might we l l be dropped because they could 
readily be control led through other indexes 
or media. It w a s moved that the committee 
on analytics be reconstituted, but the mot ion 
was lost f o r w a n t of a second, and the dis-
cussion ended inconclusively. 

Simplification of Cooperative Cataloging 
Procedure 

In the course of the forego ing discussion 
on the prob lem of analytics, the Librar ian of 
Congress expressed sympathy with a proposal 
to print cooperatively cataloging copy wi thout 
revision. A f t e r brief discussion, it w a s voted 
unanimously that the Associat ion of Research 
Libraries approves and commends the ef fort 
which the Librar ian of Congress is making to 
simplify (and so speed u p ) cooperat ive cata-
loging procedure . 

Committee on UNESCO Affairs 

Car l W h i t e , chairman of the committee , 
re ferred to the request of the D i r e c t o r -
Genera l of U N E S C O that member nations 
do what they could to create bibliographies of 
their significant publications during the w a r 
years, 1939-46. H e felt that the need so far 
as this country was concerned had been largely 
filled by the t w o f o l l o w i n g publ icat ions: 

A m e r i c a n L i b r a r y Association, International 
Relations Board, Committee on A i d to Librar ies 

in W a r A r e a s . Books Published in the U.S., 
1939-1943. A m e r i c a n L i b r a r y Association, 1945. 
(Supplement, 1944 and 1945). 

National Research Council, Committee on 
Bib l iography of A m e r i c a n Scientific and T e c h -
nical Books. Scientific, Medical and Technical 
Books Published in the United States of 
America, 1930-1944. National Research Council, 
1946. 

H o w e v e r , he recognized that it w a s important 
that steps be taken to bring these bibl iogra-
phies up to date and to make them more 
comprehensive, but since it had proved impos-
sible to get his committee together and f o r m -
ulate specific plans, definite recommendat ions 
w o u l d have to be delayed until the next meet -
ing. 

United States Book Exchange 
T h e executive secretary re ferred to the 

fact that the A m e r i c a n B o o k Center f o r W a r 
Devastated Libraries , Inc. is being formal ly 
brought to an end, probably about Apr i l I, 
and that an ef fort is being made to set up a 
United States B o o k Exchange as a successor 
to it. In this e f fort the Associat ion of R e -
search Libraries is being asked to participate, 
and the executive secretary felt that the mat -
ter ought not to be delayed until another 
meeting of the association. T h e r e f o r e he 
said that he w o u l d look to the Adv i sory C o m -
mittee f o r authority to act at the proper time. 

The Lending of Positive Microfilms of 
Newspapers 

T h e librarian of D u k e University L ibrary 
reported that his institution subscribes f o r a 
large number of newspapers, many of them 
on microf i lm. H e has reached the conclusion 
that a large number of them could be dis-
pensed with if he could be assured that they 
w o u l d be available on film elsewhere and 
could be b o r r o w e d . F o r his part he w o u l d 
be quite wi l l ing to set aside the rule against 
interl ibrary loans of positive microfi lms, so 
far as long runs of little used newspapers are 
concerned, and lend freely, provided other re-
search libraries w o u l d reciprocate. H e 
wished to have the matter discussed. T h e 
chairman of the Commit tee on M i c r o f i l m i n g 
Cooperat ion said that the matter w a s under 
consideration by his committee, and that he 
would report on it at the next meeting.

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A Brief of the Minutes of the Meetings 
of the Board of Directors of 
A.C.R.L., Chicago 

Meeting, Jan. JO, 1948 

T h e board discussed the question " W h a t 
shall A . C . R . L . do about an annual meeting in 
1949 if A . L . A . decides to hold regional meet-
ings?" and decided to postpone decision on this 
question until they could find out what other 
A . L . A . divisions plan to do under those cir-
cumstances. 

T h e next matter was a request for recom-
mendations about the future of College and 
Research Libraries. D r . Whi te presented his 
resignation as editor of the journal and recom-
mended that Maur ice F. T a u b e r be appointed 
editor. T h e board unanimously passed a 
motion accepting his resignation and thanking 
him for his services and appointed D r . T a u b e r 
as editor of the journal. 

T h e r e was careful discussion of ways and 
means of meeting the increased production 
costs of College and Research Libraries. 
Various suggestions were made : that the sub-
scription price be raised; that the number of 
subscribers be increased; that the possibility 
of introducing a plan of group subscriptions 
be investigated; that the mailing practices of 
other journals be studied. A motion was 
passed authorizing President Carlson to ap-
point a committee to plan f o r and solicit 
additional subscribers to College and Research 
Libraries. Decision on the matter of increas-
ing subscription prices to College and Re-
search Libraries was postponed until the next 
meeting, at which time M r . Rush was asked 
to present an analysis of the cost of the j o u r -
nal. 

T h e r e was some discussion of Mi l ton E. 
Lord ' s proposal to reconstitute the A . L . A . as 
a federation which would concern itself only 
with activities at the national and international 
level, and to which both geographical and 
subject divisions could belong. Those mem-
bers of the board who had seen the proposal 
expressed interest and approval. T h e board 

liked the proposal but felt that no positive 
action could be taken because not all the board 
members had seen the proposal, and because 
not enough was yet known about the ideas 
of the Fourth Activities Committee. 

Meeting, Jan. 31, 1948 

T h e first question discussed was that of 
financing the College and Research Libraries 
held over f rom the previous meeting. Several 
possibilities were suggested: that the rate for 
advertising might be higher; that the possi-
bility of a two-year subscription rate be looked 
into; that the members of A . C . R . L . be allowed 
to substitute College and Research Libraries 
f o r the A.L.A. Bulletin ( it was pointed out 
that there would have to be a change in the 
A . L . A . Constitution before this substitution 
could be made) ; that a new and more spe-
cific contract between College and Research 
Libraries and the A . L . A . be dra f ted ; that the 
membership fee be increased enough for every-
body to receive the journal automatically; 
that the committee on membership stress the 
advantages of subscribing to College and Re-
search Libraries. It was voted to raise the 
subscription price of the journal $1. It is now 
to be $3 per year to members of A . C . R . L . and 
$4 per year to nonmembers, beginning with 
the next fiscal year, Sept. 1, 1948. A motion 
was passed authorizing the appointment of a 
committee to investigate all aspects of the 
financing of College and Research Libraries 
including such items as club, long-term, and 
group subscription rates, and so forth. 

T h e executive secretary gave a report on 
the w o r k of his office for the first nine months. 
It was agreed that it is important for the 
executive secretary to do as much as he can 
to answer requests for information f rom 
smaller college and reference libraries and 
f r o m individual librarians. 

President Carlson read the slate of officers 
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prepared by the nominating committee. ( T h e 
list was published in the April 1948 issue of 
College and Research Libraries.) 

A motion was passed to send to the L i -
brarian of Congress the resolution of 
A .C .R .L . ' s Committee on Publications c o m -
mending the U.S. Quarterly Book List. 

A t the request of the A . C . R . L . Committee 
on College and University Library Buildings 
it was voted to have building plans available 
at the desk of the executive secretary at the 
Atlantic City conference. 

In regard to the question as to whether a 
special committee on research studies is needed 
the board recommended that the executive 
secretary secure lists or dissertations under 
way f rom all the graduate library schools and 
let it go at that for the present. 

President Carlson stated that he thought 
A . C . R . L . would need two general sessions at 
Atlantic City, one a business meeting and the 
other a program meeting. Approval of this 
idea was expressed. 

T h e comments and suggestions made by G . 
Flint Purdy in the matter of statistics in his 
paper presented at the A . C . R . L . general ses-
sion January 30 were discussed. It was 

agreed that President Carlson should ask for 
volunteers to collect, tabulate, and publish 
general and salary statistics f rom those insti-
tutions circularized last year. 

It was suggested that the executive secre-
tary inform the American Council on Edu-
cation that A . C . R . L . will be helpful in any 
way it can to their proposed committee to 
identify the main issues of the report of the 
President's Commission on Higher Education. 

It was approved that the executive secretary 
notify A . L . A . life members before 1940 as to 
the procedure for becoming life members of 
A . C . R . L . 

T h e resignation of W i l s o n M . Ranck, chair-
man, Committee on Encyclopedia of Sports, 
Games, and Recreation, was announced. A 
motion was passed to strike this committee 
f r o m the list of A . C . R . L . committees. 

It was suggested that the executive sec-
retary investigate the procedure f o r affiliating 
with the American Association for the A d -
vancement of Science, and that if no expense 
be involved, he go ahead with this.

T h e executive secretary reported that L a w -
rence S. Thompson, librarian, Western M i c h i -
gan College, had recently forwarded to him 
an important letter f rom Professor D r . Erich 
von Rath which indicates that the Germans 
are likely to be able to go ahead fairly 
promptly with the Gesamtkatalog and c o m -
plete it on their own resources. " W e may

A PRIL 30, 1948, marked the end of twenty-

JL X. eight years of service as Executive Sec-
retary of the American Library Association 
for Carl H . M i l a m . Perhaps a majority of the 
members of the Association have known no 
other Secretary for their Association than 
Carl M i l a m . And, no one would deny that 
he has left an indelible mark on the profession 
of librarianship, a mark that few people can 
hope to match. 

Someone who has known Carl M i l a m for 
all of those twenty-eight years will have to 
appraise his important contributions to a bet-
ter America. T h e A .L .A . ' s "expanded pro -
g ram" of the years fol lowing W o r l d W a r I 
was one of his important works. T h e various 
activities committee reports owe much to his 
advice and counsel. T h e postwar plans and 
the national library plans bear his mark. T h e 
A .L .A . ' s entire international relations pro-
gram has been close to his heart—the list 
could be extended indefinitely. 

But those who know him best realize that 
many of Carl Mi lam's major contributions 
to librarianship will never be attributed to 
him. For he has worked in a quiet, "anony-
mous" way stimulating others " to carry the 
ball" and seeing that others received the 
credit. In his fertile mind have originated 
many important ideas, but once they have 
been passed on to the proper group, he has 
served only as a loyal and efficient executive 
should—to see that the things get done. T o 
attempt to call the roll of important develop-
ments that originated with M r . M i l a m would 
be an impossible task. Parenthetically, it may 
be said that many foolish and ill-advised plans 
have never seen the light of day because of 
his good sense. 

In many respects, Carl Mi lam's greatest 
contribution to librarianship has been in rais-
ing the "prestige" of librarianship. For he, 
personally, has been largely responsible for 
seeing that librarianship generally and the 
A . L . A . in particular have been allied with 
and active in the affairs of many scientific, 
educational, and cultural organizations. M r . 
M i l a m is almost as wel l -known in the Amer i -
can Council on Education, U N E S C O , the

American Association for Adult Education, 
etc., as in the A . L . A . Libraries and their im-
portant services are also wel l -known in such 
groups—thanks largely to his efforts. 

In one sense, it is a tribute to M r . Mi lam's 
deep sense of public service that he has re-
signed as Executive Secretary of A . L . A . to 
become director of library services for United 
Nations. It would have been easier for him 
to remain in Chicago for the two remaining 
years before his retirement than to undertake 
a difficult j ob in N e w Y o r k . But the call of 
his profession was a clear one and the chance 
to make an outstanding contribution in an 
area which has always been one of his major 
interests was too great to refuse. A l l of 
those who have known him realize that A . L . A . 
will sorely miss him but that United Nations 
needs him. H e carries to his new assignment 
the sincere good wishes of his many friends.— 
Errett IV. McDiarmid. 

ON JULY 15, Lewis C. Branscomb becomes 
associate director of the Ohio State Uni -

versity Library. 
For the past three and a half years M r . 
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Branscomb has served as assistant director 
in charge of public service departments at the 
University of Illinois. His responsibilities in 
this position have been diverse, including su-
pervision of the general circulation and refer-
ence departments, two dozen departmental

libraries, and a number of specialized reading 
rooms and collections. H e has also organized 
and directed a new junior college library at 
Galesburg, a branch of the university opened 
in 1946. In common with other college and 
university libraries during the past two years, 

the public service functions of the University 
of Illinois Library have grown tremendously. 
W e l l over 1,000,000 volumes per year are be-
ing circulated. M a n y problems have naturally 
developed in the course of the expansion and 
these M r . Branscomb has handled with great 
ability. Directing a staff of 83 professional 
librarians and clerical workers and 150 stu-
dent assistants, he has built up a smooth-
running organization, which is meeting effec-
tively the emergency conditions created by the 
increase in demands for library service. 

Prior to coming to Illinois, M r . Branscomb 
headed the libraries of the University of 
South Carolina and M e r c e r University, and 
was on the University of Georgia library staff 
f or two years. H e is a graduate of Duke Uni -
versity, and holds bachelor's and master's de-
grees f r o m the University of Michigan D e -
partment of Library Science. Except for the 
dissertation, on which he is now engaged, he 
has completed the requirements for a doctor 's 
degree in the University of Chicago Graduate 
Library School. 

Because of the variety of his administrative 
experience in different types of libraries and 
his broad professional education, M r . Brans-
comb is particularly well-equipped for the im-
portant administrative post he is assuming at 
Ohio . H e brings to the position a strong com-
bination of courage, determination and initia-
tive, and a friendly, likeable personality, all of 
which augurs well for the contribution he wil l 
make to Ohio State's library progress.—

Acquisitionsj Gifts, ciation has announced, 
and Collections at Cornell, plans for 

the establishment of a 
library honoring the memory of Mohandas K. 
Gandhi.' An initial collection of 500 books 
will be formally presented to Cornell Univer-
sity Library next January 30, the anniversary 
of Gandhi's death. T h e collection will con-
tain material written by Gandhi, publications 
by Indians and non-Indians, and books describ-
ing the economic, social, and political develop-
ments that gave rise to the Indian leader's 
activities. T h e Hindustan Association is ap-
pealing to individuals, groups, and universities 
throughout the world to assist in building the 
collection. R. P. Misra, a former graduate 
student at Cornell, who is now living near 
N e w Delhi, will act as treasurer for India. 
Interested persons in this country may write 
to the Mahatma Gandhi Memoria l Library 
Committee, 301 Bryant Ave., Ithaca, N . Y . 

Earlier this year the Library of Congress 
received a remarkable collection of musical 
manuscripts from M r s . Gertrude Clark 
Whittall , whose previous gifts to the library 
include a quartet of Stradivarius instruments, 
and an endowment for concerts of chamber 
music. This new gift consists of original 
manuscripts of Johann Sebastian Bach, Joseph 
Haydn, W o l f g a n g Amadeus M o z a r t , Ludvig 
van Beethoven, Johannes Brahms, and M a x 
Reder. Every manuscript is said to represent 
a work of major importance. 

T h e presentation of the personal and pro-
fessional papers of Frederick L a w Olmsted 
to the Library of Congress by his son earlier 
this year has already received wide notice. 
T h e great value of this collection to students 
of Americana will become increasingly ap-
parent. It consists of approximately 30,000 
documents extending over the years 1819-
1923. Frederick L a w Olmsted, 1822-1903, 
first attained fame as the author of books 
written after travels throughout the South in 
the early 1850's, in which he gave a vivid 
picture of slaveholding society. In 1857 h e 

became one of the chief planners of Central 
Park in N e w York , and from that time on 
his fame as a landscape architect spread. H e 
numbered among his friends some of the out-

standing literary and political figures of the 
nineteenth century. H e corresponded w ith 
Washington Irving, Henry Adams, Charles 
Francis Adams, Charles A . Dana, Henry 
W a r d Beecher, Charles Eliot Norton, James 
Russell Lowell , and many others. 

In April, Columbia University Libraries re-
ceived as a gift a photostatic copy of the 
Sahagun Manuscript, one of the great sources 
for ancient Mexican history, religion, customs, 
and crafts. Wi l lard A . King, a trustee of 
Columbia, was the donor. T h e Columbia copy, 
according to M r . King, is one of three ver-
sions, two of which are in Madrid , and the 
third at Florence. M r . King's gift is a copy 
of the Florence version. Sahagun, a Spanish 
historian and one of the first Franciscan mis-
sionaries assigned to Mex ico (1529) , wrote 
the original version, ca. 1560. Columbia has 
also received important gifts in the field of 
vision and optical science. One gift is the 
bibliography section of the library of the f or -
mer Dartmouth Eye Institute. It was made 
possible through the efforts of Clifford L . 
Treleavan, associate professor of optometry 
at Columbia, and Robert E. Bannon, former-
ly of the Dartmouth Eye Institute staff and 
now a member of the faculty of optometry at 
Columbia. T h e other gift is the private col-
lection of Dr . Herman Gould of Brooklyn. 
It includes a large number of books on vision 
and related subjects. 

T h e twenty-two original plates used to 
print " M c L e e s ' Alphabets," classic guide of 
bank note letter engravers in the middle of 
the nineteenth century, have been presented 
to the Columbia University Libraries by W i l -
liam H . McLees . M r . M c L e e s is the son of 
Archibald McLees , who made the engrav-
ings for two editions of his Alphabet, published 
in 1855 and 1878. 

Clare Booth Luce, famous playwright and 
former congresswoman from Connecticut, has 
presented her personal collection of books on 
drama and the theatre to Catholic Univer-
sity's Speech and Drama Department. There 
are over 5000 volumes, many of them rare and 
treasured items of theatrical lore, according 
to Rev. Gilbert V . Hartke, O.P. , head of the 
Speech and Drama Department. T h e col-
lection is particularly well represented by 
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the Field 
works on the American theatre, although it 
includes books concerned with theatres of all 
countries and periods. Some of M r s . Luce's 
own unpublished manuscripts are included. 

Northwestern University has acquired 
through purchase in Spain, a large and un-
usual collection of Spanish plays. T h e co l -
lection includes approximately 8500 items. 
Professor Kenneth Leslie of Northwestern 
has stated that this acquisition will make 
Northwestern one of the important centers 
in the United States for the study of modern 
Spanish drama. Imprints range f r om the 
early nineteenth century to the present. Jens 
Nyholm, director of libraries at Northwest -
ern, hopes eventually to have a special catalog 
of this collection printed. Northwestern has 
also received a collection of thirty-nine first 
editions of English and American authors as 
well as a Robert Burns manuscript. D r . John 
T . Gernon, Chicago physician and collector, 
was the donor. T h e Burns manuscript is a 
well-preserved two page holograph containing 
the first version of Burns's poem "Bonie 
D o o n . " 

A campaign to raise $140,000 f o r the pur-
chase of books f o r the L a w Library at N o r t h -
western was initiated by the L a w Alumni A s -
sociation during M a r c h . T h e money is being 
raised as a memorial to Col . John Henry 
W i g m o r e , dean of the law school f r om 1901-
29. 

Jean Hersholt , actor and book collector, 
has presented a collection of 180 Danish plays 
and books on the Danish theatre and the 
graphic arts to the University of Cali fornia 
at Los Angeles. T h e collection includes the 
original edition of Mantz ius ' history of the 
theatre, Skuespilkunstens Historie. Lawrence 
Clark Powell , librarian at U . C . L . A . has 
stated that the gift is a significant addition 
to the library's Scandinavian collection and 
that it will help to make the library at 
U . C . L . A . one of the centers for scholarly 
studies in Scandinavian literature and history. 
T h e collection traces the development of the 
Danish theatre f r om its beginnings in the 
early eighteenth century to the present day. 

Princeton announced in Apri l the receipt of 
a gift of 1000 volumes f rom Edward Plaut of 
N e w Y o r k . M r . Plaut was a member of the 

Princeton class of 1912. T h e collection con-
tains several presentation copies and a num-
ber of first editions of standard works. First 
editions include ten titles by George Eliot, 
twelve by Robert Browning, and twenty-one 
by Sir W a l t e r Scott. T h e gift includes the 
original manuscripts of M a r k Twain ' s , " A 
Curious Experience," and a number of T w a i n 
first editions and autographed works. 

T h e priceless private library of seventeenth 
century philosophical works belonging to the 
noted European scholar, D r . Paul Schrecker, 
was shown in this country for the first time 
early in Apri l at Swarthmore College. A t a 
tea given for the philosophy departments of 
Swarthmore, Haver ford , and Bryn M a w r , 
D r . Schrecker showed his colleagues some of 
the rare items in the 5000 volume collection 
that he has built up over the last forty years. 
T h e collection is now housed in Roberts Hal l 
on the Swarthmore campus. It contains hun-
dreds of items not available elsewhere in this 
country. Included are first editions of the 
works of Descartes, Newton , Spinoza, and 
other Renaissance philosophers. T h e r e are 
complete first editions of the works of Kant 
and Fichte. T h e library boasts what is prob-
ably the most complete and important col -
lection of the works of Leibniz in the wor ld . 
D r . Schrecker is now a professor of philosophy 
at Swarthmore, Haver ford , and Bryn M a w r 
Colleges. Formerly he was editor of the 
works of Leibniz at the Academy of Sciences 
in Berlin and later taught at the Sorbonne. 
T h e collection is not open to the public but 
qualified scholars will have the privilege of 
using it at any time. 

Massachusetts Institute of 
Buildings Technology has distributed a 

memorandum describing the 
Charles Hayden Memor ia l Library that is 
soon to be built. T h e library will be con-
structed around a central paved and land-
scaped court or garden approximately 80' 
wide and i o o / long. Th is court will be 
bounded on the west by a one-story print and 
exhibition room 48 ' wide and 80' long which 
will include the internationally famous Dard 
Hunter paper collection and the marine prints 
of the Forbes, Kendall, and Clark collections. 
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O n the side of the building facing the Charles 
River the first floor will be occupied by the 
D e w e y Library of Economics and Social Sci-
ence. Adjacent to this on the north side will 
be a series of seminar rooms and studies for 
use by the departments of economics and busi-
ness and engineering administration. O n the 
east the court will be bounded by a music 
library and lounge. O n the north side of 
the court there will be a recreational read-
ing room and the English and history li-
brary. T h e entire area of the court and 
the surrounding buildings will be approxi-
mately 200 ' square, and under the entire area 
will be a one-story stack with a capacity of 
more than 300,000 volumes. T h e total capa-
city of the institute's library system will be 
approximately 1,000,000 volumes. T h e entire 
first floor of the building is a free area cover-
ing the general interests of the humanities 
and social sciences at the institute. T h e de-
sign of the building will assure ample sun-
light in the court. T h e section of the second 
floor of the building devoted to the library 
will consist of an ell on the south and east 
sides. T h e r e are no further stories on the 
west side, and 011 the north at this point the 
structure will be used as an office building for 
the faculties of the humanities and social sci-
ences. T h e centralized operations of the 
library will be housed on the second floor. 
Books will be received at the northeast corner 
and will be processed in the east wing. T h e 
south wing will house the reference library, 
the central circulation desk, the card catalog, 
a bibliography section, and periodicals. T h e r e 
will be a large map room on this floor, the 
library administrative offices, and on the mez -
zanine a series of study rooms f o r the use of 
the staff and visiting scholars. Al l library 
operations in the building are provided with 
air-conditioning. Large glass areas provide 
a view of the Charles River. T h e exterior 
of the building will be of limestone. T h e 
whole structure, which will be 224/ long, will 
be connected to the main academic group of 
institute buildings at the western end by a 
glazed cloister. It will also be connected by a 
basement passage which will be used solely 
for library purposes. 

Dur ing the spring, contracts were let f or 
the construction, plumbing, heating, and elec-
trical w o r k on the new library building of 
Kansas Wesleyan University, Salina. T h e 

building will be completed in time for the 
opening of school in the fall. It will be a 
two story structure, 90 ' by 60' . T h e exterior 
will be of brick facing with tile-masonry 
backing and natural stone trim. T h e w o o d -
w o r k throughout will be maple. T h e first 
floor will house the main loan desk, general 
reading room, and staff rooms. T h e second 
floor will contain the reference room, a semi-
nar room, faculty offices, and a room for 
audio-visual materials. 

An attractive booklet, including drawings 
and plans of the new Ernest Hol land Library 
at the State College, Pullman, Washington, 
for which $2,500,000 has been appropriated, 
has been issued. 

T h e Mountain-Plains L i -
Committees, brary Conference will be 
Conferences, held in Estes Park, Colo. ,

Esterquest, chairman, Conference 
Planning Committee. T h e Stanley Hote l is 
to be headquarters for the five-state meeting 
being held by librarians of Colorado , Kansas, 
Nebraska, Utah, and W y o m i n g . 

T h e Mary land Library Association will 
hold its annual fall meeting in historic Carmel 
Hall , at Annapolis, October 8-9. T h e theme 
of the conference will be, " T o d a y ' s Oppor tu -
nity: Effective Planning for T o m o r r o w . " 

In connection with the ceremonies incident 
to the inauguration of D r . J. H . Mi l l e r as 
president of the University of Florida, vari-
ous conferences on Regional Planning in 
Higher Education were held. A m o n g these 
was a two-day Conference on Regional Plan-
ning for Library Resources on M a r c h 6 and 
7. Representatives were present f rom uni-
versities and colleges of Georgia , Alabama, 
South Carolina, and Florida. Robert B. 
Downs , director of the University of Illinois 
Library, led the meetings. N . O r w i n Rush, 
executive secretary of A . C . R . L . , and A . F. 
Kuhlman, representing the Joint University 
Libraries at Nashville, were also present. It 
is expected that the proceedings of the con-
ference will be published.

Publications of the Henry E. Huntington

Wi l l iam H . Jesse, director, University of 
Tennessee Libraries, surveyed the library of 
Northwestern State College, Natchitoches, 
La., in November 1947. A mimeographed re-
port of the survey has been issued. 

Lucile Elliott is the author of "His tory of 
the L a w Library," in the volume, A Century 
of Legal Education, edited by Robert H . W e t -
tach (Chapel Hill , University of North C a r o -
lina, 1947). This is another volume in the 
Sesquicentennial Publications series, of which 
L . R. Wi l son is director. 

Extempore Speaking: A Handbook for the 
Student, Coach and the Judge, by Donald L. 
Holley ( N e w Y o r k , H . W . Wi lson , 1947) 
contains a number of useful suggestions f o r 
librarians who participate in panels and other 
forms of discussion, although its major em-
phasis is student performance. 

David C. Cabeen is the compiler of Mon-
tesquieu: A Bibliography ( N e w Y o r k , N e w 
Y o r k Public Library, 

1947)* According to 
the prefatory note this is " A n annotated, 
critical bibliography of the editions of M o n t e s -
quieu's works in the N e w Y o r k Public and 
the Columbia University Libraries, and of all 
studies on him in the United States which 
the compiler has been able to consult." 

Librarians interested in gaining an insight 
into alumni relations will find suggestive 
F. Hill Turner ' s An Adventure in Alumni 
Relations (Nashville, Alumni Association, 
Vanderbilt University, 1947) . This volume 
presents a series of essays containing practical 
suggestions based on M r . Turner ' s experience 
of twenty years. 

T w o recent publications of the Columbia 

University Press which might be of interest 
to college librarians are Sister M i r i a m J o -
seph's Shakespeare's Jj se of the Arts of Lan-
guage, which is a handbook of Renaissance 
theory of composition, and Donald Lemen 
Clark's John Milton at St. Paul's School, a 
study of ancient rhetoric in English Renais-
sance education. 

Sister M a r y Luella and Sister M a r y Peter 
Claver have edited, for the Catholic Library 
Association, The Catholic Booklist, 1948. 

Fifteen contributors have compiled annotated 
lists of titles in different subject fields. T h e 
publication was issued by the Department of 
Library Science, Rosary College, River Forest, 
111. 

Donald E. Thompson, assistant director of 
libraries at the University of Alabama, is the 
compiler of A Bibliography of Louisiana 
Books and Pamphlets in the T. P. Thompson 
Collection of the University of Alabama Li-
brary. Ti t les bearing Louisiana imprints, as 
well as those by Louisianians and about Louis -
iana, are included. T h e 3339 items have 
been arranged by subjects and subdivisions of 
subjects. M a n y annotations are included. 
T h e bibliography should be useful to research-
ers as a guide to a collection which D r . W . S. 
Hoo le , director of libraries, describes in the 
preface as "an inordinately rich source of in-
formation about L o w e r Mississippi Valley 
literature, history, and social l i fe ." 

D r . Victor Selden Clark, author of History 
of Manufactures in the United States, had 
completed his monumental Who's Who in 
Economics before his death. Th is is an in-
ternational biographical encyclopedia, the re-
sult of several decades of research. It con-
tains approximately 5000 biographies of schol-
ars, public figures, and others who have made 
significant contributions to economic theory 
and practice during the past 1500 years. Is-
sued with the cooperation of the Library of 
Congress, Who's Who in Economics has been 
published in microfilm f o rm by the American 
Council on Public Affairs. T h e length of the 
original manuscript, approximately 5000 
pages, precluded publication in book f o rm at 
a price within the reach of most libraries and 
research institutions, according to the pub-
lishers. T h e microfilm version is available in 
the standard 35mm. width through the A m e r -
ican Council on Public Affairs, 2153 Florida 
Ave., Washington, D .C . , at $10. 
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T h e Brooklyn College Library is issuing 
annotated reading lists in connection with co l -
lege sponsored broadcasts on Station W N Y C . 
Copies of the reading lists may be obtained 
free of charge by writing to the Brooklyn 
College Library, Bedford Avenue at Avenue 
H , Brooklyn 10, N . Y . A m o n g the topics 
already covered are : " C a n Y o u Understand 
M o d e r n M u s i c ? " " W h o and W h a t is U n -
Amer i can? " " A r e the Colleges Do ing T h e i r 
J o b ? " " W h a t is the Responsibility of Reli -
gion to Society?" 

T h e F I A T (U.S . Army 's Field Information 
Agency, Technica l ) in Germany which has 
worked in cooperation with the British and 
French occupation governments, is now pre-
paring a series of reviews of German science. 
These publications will survey the results of 
German research in the natural sciences dur-
ing the period 1939-46. T h e y will include 
a large amount of material previously classi-
fied as "secret ." Various libraries have been 
chosen as depositories for this series which 
will include some 55 titles covering the fields 
of physics, chemistry, medicine, biology, and 
earth sciences. T h e reason behind their pub-
lication is to prevent the loss to the scientific 
wor ld of much that was learned in Germany 
during the w a r period when the interchange 
of scientific information between Germany 
and other countries was negligible. 

T h e Book of Needs published by U N E S C O 
depicts conditions in 15 countries of Europe 
and Asia. It is a 112 page illustrated report 
based upon surveys made by U N E S C O ' s R e -
construction Section under the direction of 
D r . Bernard Drzewieski . 

T h e American Society of Mechanical En-
gineers published " T h e Engineering Societies 
Yearbook, 1948" early in M a r c h . It de-
scribes 8 international engineering organiza-
tions, 275 U.S., and 35 Canadian societies. 
This represents the first of a planned series 
of volumes concerned with the purposes, ac-
tivities, memberships, policies, and new devel-
opments of all engineering societies, clubs, and 
councils.

A grant of $15,000 has 
Scholarships, been made to the Associa-

by the Carnegie Corpora -
tion, f o r support of a project in cooperative 
purchasing of foreign publications, to be paid 
to the N e w Y o r k Public Library. T h e Asso-
ciation of Research Libraries and representa-
tives of a number of other libraries and re-
search collections have secured initial support 
for this Farmington Plan project which will 
make possible the collection of foreign publica-
tions on a cooperative basis. Al l materials 
will be made available to the fifty cooperating 
libraries on microfilm or by loan. During 
the experimental period only publications f rom 
Sweden, Switzerland, and France will be 
covered. Later the program will be extended 
to cover other countries. T h e Carnegie Grant 
is intended to cover the expenses of an op-
erating center in the United States which, over 
a three year period, will be located in the 
N e w Y o r k Public Library. 

Luther H . Evans, Librarian of Congress, 
has announced the establishment of the Bo l -
linger Prize in Poetry, to be awarded each 
February for the best book of verse by an 
American author to be published during the 
preceding calendar year. T h e amount of the 
prize is $1000, and the jury may decline to 
make an award for any year if in its judge-
ment no poetry worthy of the prize was 
published. T h e 1948 award will be an-
nounced in February 1949. T h e jury of 
selection will be composed of the Fel lows in 
American Letters of the Library of Congress 
who at present are W . H . Auden, Conrad 
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Aiken, Louise Bogan, Katherine Garr i son 
Chapin, T . S. Eliot , Paul Green , R o b e r t 
L o w e l l , W i l l a r d T h o r p , Katherine A n n e P o r -
ter, K a r l Shapiro, T h e o d o r e Spencer, A l len 
T a t e , and R o b e r t Penn W a r r e n . 

T h e University of Ca l i f o rn ia 
Microfilms, L ibrary , Berkeley, has under -
Visual-aids taken a microf i lming pro ject 

which wi l l preserve and make 
available f o r study many Cal i f o rn ia news -
papers. Some 7,500,000 papers of unbound 
files in the B a n c r o f t L ibrary are to be photo -
graphed during the next several years. T h e 
University 's L o s Angeles campus and the 
Cal i f orn ia State L ibrary are participating in 
the project . A lan D . Covey , head of the 
L ibrary Photographic Service on the Berkeley 

campus, is in charge of technical details.

made by Julien Bryan f o r the use of the f o r -
mer C o o r d i n a t o r of Inter -Amer i can Af fa i r s 
have n o w been made available in 16mm. size 
f o r purchase by educational, noncommercia l , 
nontheatrical use. T h e subjects of the films 
pertain to Latin Amer i ca . T h e films may be 
bought f r o m Burton H o l m e s Films, Inc., 7510 
N .

T h e M a r c h 1948 issue of LSU Alumni 
News contains an article describing the new 
M i c r o f i l m Depar tment which was recently 
opened in the University L ibrary of Louis iana 
State University. T h i s n e w department is 
the first of its kind in the area and should 
benefit scholars w h o w e r e f o rmer ly obliged to 
send materials away f o r copying. 

Announcement of New Curriculum at Illinois 

BEGINNING in September 1948, the U n i v e r -
sity of Illinois L ibrary School, Urbana , 

wil l o f fer a full p rogram of undergraduate 
and graduate courses to students preparing f o r 
professional librarianship in all types of li-
braries. P r o g r a m s of study may be f o l l owed 
leading toward the bachelor 's , the master 's , 
and the doctor 's degree in l ibrary science. 

1. Entrance to the l ibrary school may be made 
as early as the beginning of the junior or senior 
y e a r of college. Col lege or l ibrary school gradu-
ates wi l l be admitted to the graduate courses as 
described below. 

2. U n d e r g r a d u a t e students in the l ibrary 
school may fo l low a program of studies in-
suring a broad liberal education, a subject 
specialization, and a strong foundation in the 
basic professional l ibrary courses which wil l 
lead to the B.S. in L.S. degree at the completion 
of four college years. T h i s degree is not re-
garded as terminal in character, but represents 
completion of basic preparation for advanced 
professional studies in the fifth year. 

3. T h e fifth year of advanced professional 
study, combined with some advanced nonlibrary 
studies, wi l l lead to a M.S. in L.S. degree. 

T h i s degree wil l represent the minimum aca-
demic preparation for professional l ibrarianship. 

4. Experienced l ibrarians of marked profes-
sional capacity and promise may pursue a 
program of advanced study and research lead-
ing to the degree of doctor of l ibrary science. 
T h e normal minimum period of study wi l l be the 
equivalent of two years beyond the new mas-
ter's degree. A n earlier master's degree repre-
senting completion of a two year professional 
l ibrary school course may under certain condi-
tions be acceptable in partial fulfi l lment of the 
requirements for the doctor's degree. 

5. Students holding bachelor's degrees from 
any accredited institution but without previous 
course work in l ibrary science wil l be eligible for 
admission to the master's program upon comple-
tion of a portion of the pregraduate profes-
sional course. Normal ly , this may be accom-
plished in any regular summer session. 

6. Students holding bachelor's degrees from 
any accredited four or five y e a r l ibrary school 
may be admitted directly to the master's pro-
g r a m without further course work. 

7. Scholarships and assistantships for students 
in both the master's and doctoral programs are 
avai lable . 
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
