
Brief of the Minutes, A.C.R.L. 
Business Meeting 
Meeting, July 18, 1950, at Cleveland 

P r e s i d e n t W y l l i s E . W r i g h t opened the 
m e e t i n g by a n n o u n c i n g the elect ion of n e w 
officers.1 M r . H a m l i n r e a d his a n n u a l r e -
p o r t 2 by t i t le only since r e p r i n t s of this w e r e 
ava i l ab le f o r all p r e sen t . T r e a s u r e r T h o m a s 
S. S h a w s u m m a r i z e d the f inancia l p i c t u r e a t 
the end of the t h i r d q u a r t e r end ing J u n e 1, 
and s t a t ed t h a t t he a n n u a l r e p o r t w o u l d be 
publ i shed in J a n u a r y . T h e associa t ion 
f inances w e r e j u d g e d to be in sound condi t ion . 

P r e s i d e n t W r i g h t then s u m m a r i z e d f o r the 
m e m b e r s h i p the m o r e i m p o r t a n t ac t ions t a k e n 
a t t he B o a r d of D i r e c t o r s mee t i ng t h a t m o r n -
ing. H e discussed the p r o p o s a l to f u r n i s h 
College and Research Libraries f r e e to all 
m e m b e r s , 1 p r o g r e s s t o w a r d a f e d e r a t i o n of 
l i b r a r y associa t ions , 1 and a u t h o r i z a t i o n of a 
c o m m i t t e e to ou t l ine a r e sea rch p r o g r a m f o r 
the Assoc ia t ion . 1 

T h e in t e r e s t of t he Co l l ege L i b r a r i e s Sec-
t ion in hav ing a p r o g r a m b r o k e n into discus-
sion g r o u p s on a l a r g e p r o b l e m 1 b r o u g h t up 
the l imi ted a m o u n t of c o n f e r e n c e t ime ava i l -
able. G e n e r a l sessions, Counc i l meet ings , and 
f r e e pe r iods consume the l a r g e r p a r t of t h e 
c o n f e r e n c e t ime. M r . W r i g h t f e l t t h a t 
A . L . A . w o u l d w e l c o m e an express ion of opin-
ion on the n u m b e r of its g e n e r a l sessions. O n 
mo t ion it w a s vo ted (2 d i s sen t s ) t h a t it be 
the sense of th is m e e t i n g t h a t t he n u m b e r of 
A . L . A . g e n e r a l sessions should be d iminished 
in o r d e r to p rov ide m o r e t ime f o r mee t ings of 
special ized g r o u p s . 

F r a n k L u n d y b r o u g h t up the m a n y and im-
p o r t a n t m e e t i n g confl icts wh ich he w a s en-
c o u n t e r i n g a t the c o n f e r e n c e and sugges ted a 
p r e - o r pos t con fe r ence day f o r A . C . R . L . busi -
ness and some section mee t ings . 

M r . H a m l i n s t a t e d t h a t t he A . L . A . E x e c u -
t ive B o a r d had t h a t m o r n i n g approved a p r o -
posal w h e r e b y 60 pe r cent of all d u e s paid by 
A . C . R . L . m e m b e r s w o u l d be t u r n e d over to

A . C . R . L . ; wh ich in t u r n w o u l d then accept 
the f inancia l responsibi l i ty f o r its execut ive 
office. Excep t ions to 60 pe r cent s u p p o r t w e r e 
specified f o r $3.00 membersh ips , f o r wh ich 
A . C . R . L . w o u l d receive only 6o0, and f o r all 
dues over $10.00, f o r wh ich A . C . R . L . w o u l d 
receive no t m o r e t h a n $6.00. M r . H a m l i n 
ou t l i ned the p rev ious basis of s u p p o r t of the 
division. W h i l e the p r o p o s a l w o u l d m e a n 
very l i t t le , if any, m o r e s u p p o r t f o r the c u r -
r e n t yea r , its a d v a n t a g e lay in any f u t u r e in-
c reases in m e m b e r s h i p . W h e r e a s p rev ious ly 
A . C . R . L . received 20 pe r cen t of the m e m b e r -
ship d o l l a r bu t did no t f inance its execut ive 
office, it w o u l d n o w receive 60 pe r cent and 
f inance all its p ro j ec t s . T h e associa t ion stood 
to ga in sha rp ly by any increase in m e m b e r s , 
and lose as sha rp ly in a n u m e r i c a l decline. 

P r e s i d e n t W r i g h t descr ibed w h y this o f fe r 
h a d been m a d e to A . C . R . L . and e m p h a s i z e d 
t h a t it w a s f o r one yea r only. O n a ques t ion , 
he expla ined t h a t A . L . A . w o u l d , by this de-
vice, f r e e itself of r e c u r r e n t p r e s s u r e s f o r 
m o r e f u n d s by t h e divisions and equa l i ze sup-
p o r t . I t w a s expected to spu r the r e c r u i t m e n t 
of m e m b e r s by the divisions. 

O n mo t ion it w a s vo ted t h a t t h e 60-40 
p roposa l of the A . L . A . E x e c u t i v e B o a r d be ac-
cepted . 

A ques t ion w a s ra i sed r e g a r d i n g the cei l ing 
of $6 .00 on A . C . R . L . a l l o t m e n t s ( f o r e x a m p l e 
a $25.00 ins t i tu t iona l m e m b e r s h i p w o u l d n e t 
A . C . R . L . only $6 .00) and 600 f o r $3.00 m e m -
berships . M r . H a m l i n expla ined t h a t A . L . A . 
los t m o n e y on all $3.00 m e m b e r s h i p s and 
hoped to equa l i ze th is by ga ins on u p p e r 
b r a c k e t member sh ip s . 

O n mo t ion it w a s vo ted t h a t t he incoming 
officers and B o a r d of D i r e c t o r s be i n s t ruc t ed 
to exp lo re the possibil i ty of e x t e n d i n g the re -
ceipt of these monies f r o m ins t i tu t iona l dues 
so t h a t it wi l l be 60 pe r cen t of all m e m b e r -
ships. 

B e f o r e a d j o u r n i n g M r . W r i g h t i n t roduced 
the n e w pres iden t , C h a r l e s M . A d a m s . — 
Arthur T. Hamlin, Executive Secretary. 
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A t t e n d a n c e a t t he m e e t i n g inc luded com-
m i t t e e c h a i r m e n a n d A . C . R . L . r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s 
on the A . L . A . C o u n c i l . 

A f t e r ca l l ing the m e e t i n g to o r d e r , P r e s i -
den t W y l l i s E . W r i g h t r eques t ed a r e p o r t 
f r o m R o b e r t M u l l e r , c h a i r m a n of the C o m -
m i t t e e on Co l l ege and U n i v e r s i t y L i b r a r y 
Bui ld ings . M r . M u l l e r s t a t e d t h a t a l ist of 
c o n s u l t a n t s su i t ab le f o r bu i ld ing p r o b l e m s 
h a d been compi led . H e receives and a n s w e r s 
m a n y r e q u e s t s f o r r e c o m m e n d a t i o n s of n e w 
bui ld ings to be vis i ted by p rospec t ive bu i lde r s . 
A l is t of 25 n e w l i b r a r i e s u n d e r c o n s t r u c t i o n 
w a s publ i shed in the J u l y issue of College 
and Research Libraries. A second list of 
bu i ld ings in p r e l i m i n a r y s t ages of p l a n n i n g 
w a s to be publ i shed l a t e r . W o r k had begun 
on a t h i r d list , those c o n s t r u c t e d in t h e las t 
20 yea r s . M r . M u l l e r spoke brief ly on the 
p r o b l e m s of a n s w e r i n g t h e m a n y m a i l in-
qu i r i e s r e g a r d i n g l i b r a r y bui ld ings and his 
p lans f o r open c o m m i t t e e mee t i ngs a t m id -
w i n t e r and a n n u a l con fe rences . 

P r e s i d e n t W r i g h t r e p o r t e d the elect ion r e -
t u r n s as f o l l o w s : Vice P r e s i d e n t and P r e s i -
den t -E l ec t , R a l p h E l l s w o r t h ; D i r e c t o r a t 
L a r g e , G u y L y l e ; and f o r A . C . R . L . R e p r e -
sen ta t ives on the A . L . A . C o u n c i l : M a r y B a r -
ton, L o u i s Shores , D o n a l d Coney , R o b e r t 
M i l l e r , and F r a n c e s K e m p . O n mo t ion it 
w a s vo ted to appo in t Sco t t A d a m s A . C . R . L . 
R e p r e s e n t a t i v e on the A . L . A . Counc i l to fill 
o u t t he t e r m of K a t h e r i n e A n d e r s o n , w h o re -
signed. 

P r e s i d e n t W r i g h t spoke briefly on the t w o 
mee t ings of l i b r a r y assoc ia t ions on f e d e r a t i o n , 
a t wh ich f u r t h e r exp lo r a t i on of the idea w a s 
approved . A t these mee t ings t h e r e w a s gen-
e r a l i n t e r e s t in t h e s u b j e c t b u t l i t t l e a t t e m p t 
to def ine f e d e r a t i o n . P r e s i d e n t W r i g h t f e l t 
t h a t f e d e r a t i o n m i g h t involve the hand l ing 
of m o s t act ivi t ies and o r g a n i z a t i o n a l m a t t e r s , 
such as f inances and m e m b e r s h i p , by the con-
s t i t u e n t g roups , w h i l e c e r t a i n o t h e r act ivi t ies 
such as n a t i o n a l and i n t e r n a t i o n a l r e l a t ions , 
l i b r a r y educa t ion , etc., m i g h t be ass igned to a 

c e n t r a l i z e d o r g a n i z a t i o n . P r o j e c t s of g e n e r a l 
i n t e r e s t m i g h t d r a w f r o m A . L . A . e n d o w m e n t . 
C e r t a i n special ized services such as pub l i sh ing 
m i g h t be p rov ided by the c e n t r a l office t o 
m e m b e r o r g a n i z a t i o n s on a un i t cost basis . 
W h i l e no exac t p l ans w e r e w o r k e d ou t , dis-
cussion w a s u n d e r w a y to set up a f e d e r a t i o n 
to inc lude A . L . A . divisions and o t h e r l i b r a r y 
o r g a n i z a t i o n s in a g e n e r a l f e d e r a t i o n . H e f e l t 
it w o u l d be a long and s low process to b r i n g 
in to a l i g n m e n t the e x t r e m e s on e i the r side, b u t 
def ini te and p rac t i ca l p roposa l s o u g h t to be 
r eady in s o m e t h i n g l ike t w o yea r s . 

T h e e x p e r i m e n t a l p l a c e m e n t p r o g r a m , n o w 
o p e r a t i n g in f o u r s o u t h e a s t e r n s t a t e s , w a s 
ou t l i ned by M r . H a m l i n . T h i s p r o j e c t is 
en t i r e ly unofficial and e x p e r i m e n t a l , a n d has 
been o p e r a t i n g since M a y . J a c k D a l t o n , one 
of the r ep re sen t a t i ve s , w a s cal led on to de-
scr ibe his exper ience w i t h the p lan . H e re -
p o r t e d t h a t each of the f o u r r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s 
h a d h e a r d f r o m a f e w app l ican t s f o r n e w posi-
t ions, and each of the f o u r h a d been con-
t ac ted a b o u t s eve ra l v a c a n t jobs . H e fe l t 
t h a t l i b r a r y school p l a c e m e n t p robab ly c u r -
ta i led i n t e r e s t in the A . C . R . L . p r o g r a m in the 
sp r ing m o n t h s . H e sugges ted t h a t t he r e p r e -
sen ta t ives ge t t o g e t h e r to discuss t h e w h o l e 
p r o b l e m and pool t he i r exper iences . M r . D a l -
ton f e l t t h a t col lege a d m i n i s t r a t o r s w e r e no t 
sufficiently i n f o r m e d a b o u t the service. 

A p r o p o s a l f o r a r e s e a r c h p r o g r a m w a s 
m a d e by M r . H a m l i n . H e r e c o m m e n d e d an 
A . C . R . L . g r o u p s imi la r to the A m e r i c a n C o u n -
cil on E d u c a t i o n ' s Pol icy and P l a n n i n g C o m -
mi t tee , to i den t i fy m a j o r p r o b l e m s f ac ing aca -
demic and r e f e r e n c e l ib ra r ies , to d e t e r m i n e 
h o w the p r o b l e m s can best be hand led , to u n -
d e r t a k e to ra i se m o n e y f r o m f o u n d a t i o n s o r 
o t h e r sources as necessary , and to t u r n t h e 
p r o b l e m s over to o t h e r g r o u p s o r ind iv idua l s 
in such f o r m and w i t h such conc re t e r e c o m -
m e n d a t i o n s and financial ass i s tance as seem 
necessary . I n some cases p r o b l e m s w o u l d be 
r e f e r r e d to sect ion c h a i r m e n f o r ad hoc com-
m i t t e e act ion. Such ac t ion w o u l d tend to 
s p r e a d the load and p u t m o r e associa t ion 
act iv i ty on the " g r a s s r o o t s " level . I n o r d e r to

w o r k effect ively the c o m m i t t e e w o u l d h a v e 
to m e e t f o r re la t ive ly long pe r iods a t l eas t 
tw ice a yea r . 

T h e P l a n n i n g C o m m i t t e e of the Div i s ion of 
C a t a l o g i n g and Class i f ica t ion w a s no t ed by 
M r . W r i g h t to have a ve ry s imi l a r miss ion. 

Discuss ion by b o a r d m e m b e r s emphas i zed 
the des i rab i l i ty of p u t t i n g m o r e m e m b e r s to 
w o r k f o r the associa t ion by pa rce l ing o u t 
p r o b l e m s in s m a l l un i t s . T h e y f e l t t h a t m a n y 
ques t ions migh t be r e f e r r e d to l i b r a r y schools 
f o r thesis topics. P u b l i c a t i o n of s a t i s f a c t o r y 
s tud ies should be a r r a n g e d by the associa t ion . 
M o n e y to f inance r e s e a r c h and pub l ica t ion 
w o u l d n o t be ava i lab le f r o m r e g u l a r associa-
t ion f u n d s , b u t M r . H a m l i n f e l t t h a t it could 
be ra i sed f o r obviously w o r t h w h i l e m a j o r 
p r o b l e m s ou t l ined w i t h p rac t i ca l m e t h o d s of 
p r o c e d u r e . 

T h e b o a r d vo ted t h a t a n e w c o m m i t t e e be 
set up w i t h the ob jec t of d e t e r m i n i n g special 
r e s ea r ch p rob l ems . 

I t w a s the sense of the discussion t h a t the 
n e w c o m m i t t e e w o u l d no t t a k e over the f u n c -
t ions of the P u b l i c a t i o n s C o m m i t t e e , bu t t h a t 
it w o u l d have r e p r e s e n t a t i o n f r o m t h a t c o m -
m i t t e e and the B o a r d of D i r e c t o r s . I t shou ld 
be conce rned w i t h service s tud ies as we l l as 
r e sea rch . I t w i l l no t oversee the w o r k of 
ex is t ing commi t t e e s o r sections, b u t it m a y 
r e c o m m e n d a r e a s of responsibi l i ty as w e l l as 
specific p r o j e c t s to such commi t t ee s . 

M r . H a m l i n descr ibed briefly a p r o p o s a l 
to be m a d e a t t he Co l l ege L i b r a r i e s Sect ion 
( l a t e r a d o p t e d ) f o r the n e x t m i d w i n t e r o r 
a n n u a l con fe r ence p r o g r a m . I n place of the 
u s u a l p r o g r a m s w i t h one o r m o r e speakers , 
those a t t e n d i n g w o u l d all p a r t i c i p a t e ( w o r k -
shop f a sh ion in sma l l g r o u p s ) in discussion of 
some phase of a l a r g e p r o b l e m . Discuss ion 
l e a d e r s and r e p o r t e r s w o u l d be responsible f o r 
keeping the g r o u p s to t he i r t a sks and r e p o r t -
ing f indings . T h i s p lan w a s r e p o r t e d f o r the 
i n f o r m a t i o n of the boa rd in the belief t h a t 
o t h e r sect ions migh t be a t t r a c t e d to it if t he 
exper ience of the Co l l ege L i b r a r i e s Sect ion 
w a s s a t i s f a c t o r y . I n this connect ion the n u m -
be r of A . L . A . g e n e r a l sessions c a m e u n d e r 
cr i t ic ism because of the i n o r d i n a t e a m o u n t of 
t i m e the reby c o n s u m e d . J . P e r i a m D a n t o n 
s t a t ed t h a t t h e s a m e cr i t ic ism c a m e u p 20 
y e a r s ago b u t neve r r e su l t ed in act ion a l -
t h o u g h he f e l t g e n e r a l opinion a t t h a t t i m e 
f a v o r e d f e w e r g e n e r a l sessions. T h e b o a r d 

f e l t t h a t express ion o t opinion on the n u m b e r 
of A . L . A . g e n e r a l sessions m i g h t c a r r y m o r e 
w e i g h t if vo ted on a t t h e G e n e r a l Session 
of A . C . R . L . ( T h e A . C . R . L . m e m b e r s h i p 
l a t e r vo ted in f a v o r of d imin ish ing the n u m -
ber of A . L . A . g e n e r a l sessions in o r d e r to 
p rov ide m o r e t ime f o r mee t ings of special ized 
g r o u p s . ) 

A s d i rec ted at the M i d w i n t e r M e e t i n g of 
the boa rd , M r . H a m l i n r e p o r t e d on f inancia l 
a r r a n g e m e n t s of A . C . R . L . w i t h A . L . A . U n -
de r p r e s e n t ope ra t i ons the sa l a r i e s f o r t h e 
execut ive office a r e on the A . L . A . b u d g e t and 
o t h e r expenses of the office come u n d e r v a r i o u s 
head ings of the A . L . A . budge t . F o r all p r ac t i -
cal pu rposes the A . C . R . L . office staff is de-
penden t on M r . C o r y and the A . L . A . E x e c u -
t ive B o a r d f o r financial s u p p o r t . T h e A . L . A . 
E x e c u t i v e B o a r d recent ly p roposed t h a t 60 
pe r cen t of the A . C . R . L . m e m b e r s h i p d o l l a r 
be t u r n e d ove r to A . C . R . L . , and t h a t in t u r n 
A . C . R . L . a s s u m e all responsibi l i t ies f o r d i rec t 
expenses of i ts w o r k , inc lud ing its execut ive 
office. ( E x c e p t i o n s to the 60 p e r cen t o f fe r 
a r e 20 pe r cent f o r $3.00 m e m b e r s h i p s and a 
cei l ing of $6.00 f o r any one m e m b e r s h i p . ) 
M r . H a m l i n po in ted ou t t h a t t h e o f fe r w a s 
ve ry a d v a n t a g e o u s if, as expected, A . C . R . L . 
m e m b e r s h i p con t inued to r i s e ; it w o u l d m e a n 
no increase in f u n d s f o r the c u r r e n t yea r . I t 
also involved l a r g e r c o n t r o l of A . C . R . L . 
f u n d s by the B o a r d of D i r e c t o r s . A c c o r d i n g 
to the p r e s e n t a g r e e m e n t w i t h A . L . A . , 
A . C . R . L . pe r sonne l come u n d e r the A . L . A . 
classif icat ion and pay p lan . T h i s w a s briefly 
discussed. P r e s i d e n t W r i g h t fe l t t h a t t he 
classi f icat ion of A . C . R . L . staff shou ld be 
s tud ied . O n mo t ion the b o a r d app roved the 
changed a l loca t ion of dues as p roposed by the 
A . L . A . E x e c u t i v e B o a r d . 

P r i o r to a d j o u r n m e n t P r e s i d e n t W r i g h t in-
vi ted c h a i r m e n of c o m m i t t e e s and sect ions to 
t u r n in cr i t ic i sms of any i t ems on the p roposed 
b u d g e t w h i c h w o u l d be discussed a t t he n e x t 
mee t ing . 

Meeting, July 21, 1950 at Cleveland 

O n opening the m e e t i n g P r e s i d e n t W r i g h t 
spoke briefly of the p roposed w o r k of the 
C o u n c i l of N a t i o n a l L i b r a r y Assoc ia t ions on 
l i b r a r y s t a n d a r d s . A n old c o m m i t t e e w a s to 
be r econs t i t u t ed to w o r k w i t h the A m e r i c a n 
S t a n d a r d s Assoc ia t ion . H e f e l t t h a t l i b r a -
r i ans w o u l d find f r u i t f u l sources of c o l l a b o r a -
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t ion w i t h publ i shers , bookse l le r s , b inders , etc., 
so t h a t t he v a r i o u s sugges t ions go ing to these 
people w o u l d be a g r e e d on and become recog-
n ized s t a n d a r d s . 

T h e need f o r a l o n g - r a n g e f e d e r a l r e l a t i ons 
policy s t a t e m e n t w a s u r g e d by M r . H a m l i n . 

H e s t a t ed t h a t t he A . L . A . F e d e r a l R e l a t i o n s 
C o m m i t t e e w a n t e d advice and gu idance . 
C a r e f u l l y cons idered policy d e t e r m i n a t i o n w a s 
v e r y des i r ab le f o r the ass i s tance of t h e com-
mi t t ee . A t the r eques t of t h e c o m m i t t e e he 
h a d pe r sona l ly m a d e some r e c o m m e n d a t i o n s

I t w a s the g e n e r a l fee l ing of the b o a r d t h a t 
the p r o b l e m shou ld be r e f e r r e d to the 
A . C . R . L . Pol icy C o m m i t t e e f o r act ion. 

T h e possibil i ty of f r e e d i s t r ibu t ion of 
C.&R.L. t o al l A . C . R . L . m e m b e r s w a s r e -
po r t ed by M r . H a m l i n . H e s u m m a r i z e d cost 
and income f o r a f r e e j o u r n a l in edi t ions of 
5000 a n d 6000 copies. M e m b e r s h i p opinion, 
in his e s t ima t ion , w a s so empha t i ca l ly f o r this 
t h a t his e s t ima te s should be c a r e f u l l y s tud ied 
by o t h e r s and act ion t a k e n if a t al l possible. 
Should the expense of d i s t r ibu t ion a p p e a r to 
be no t m o r e t h a n $5000 over p r e s e n t subs id iza -
t ion f o r t h e ini t ia l t w o - y e a r per iod , he r e c o m -
m e n d e d abo l i shmen t of subscr ip t ion r a t e s to 
m e m b e r s beg inn ing w i t h the J a n u a r y 1952 is-
sue. A f r e e j o u r n a l could no t a f f o r d special, 
overs ize issues and indexes, b u t n o n m e m b e r 
income should cont inue , adve r t i s i ng r e v e n u e 
increase cons iderab ly , and m e m b e r s h i p g r o w . 
T h e add i t i ona l $5000 subsidy w a s to come 
en t i re ly f r o m the A . C . R . L . t r e a s u r y un less 
A . L . A . t ook some s h a r e of the b u r d e n in 
recogni t ion of the m e m b e r s h i p bu i ld ing f e a -
t u r e of the act ion. M r . H a m l i n f e l t t h a t 
a f t e r t he ini t ia l t w o - y e a r per iod , m e m b e r s h i p 
and adve r t i s i ng receipts should be s t r o n g 
enough to c a r r y the b u r d e n . 

T h e b o a r d approved f r e e d i s t r i bu t ion of its 
j o u r n a l s u b j e c t to the f indings of a special 

c o m m i t t e e . I t app roved in pr inc ip le a subsidy 
over a per iod of t w o y e a r s n o t over $5000 
in add i t ion to p r e s e n t subsidy. 

A f t e r brief discussion of the u n c e r t a i n as-
s ignmen t s of the Pub l i ca t i ons C o m m i t t e e , it 
w a s moved and passed t h a t t he execut ive sec-
r e t a r y s tudy and define the du t ies of all t he 
commi t t e e s of A . C . R . L . w i t h respect to look-
ing into ove r l app ing of du t ies of n e w com-
mi t t e e s and r e l a t e d m a t t e r s . 

F u r t h e r business of t h e b o a r d concerned the 
budge t , wh ich w a s app roved as s h o w n in the 
tab le . M r . W r i g h t expla ined the a g r e e m e n t 
w h e r e b y the employer ' s con t r i bu t i on to the 
execut ive s e c r e t a r y ' s T . I . A . A . p r e m i u m w a s 
a s s u m e d by A . C . R . L . T h e p ro f i t f r o m sales 
of Rare Books in the University Library w a s 
r e p o r t e d to be $119 as of J u n e 1. A n a l lo t -
m e n t of $800 f o r a q u a r t e r l y n e w s l e t t e r to be 
sent to all m e m b e r s w a s approved . T h e r e 
w a s s h o r t discussion of the needs of sect ions 
and commi t t ee s . I n gene ra l , a l l o t m e n t s w e r e 
a l l o w e d to s t and even t h o u g h no needs w e r e 
k n o w n in ce r t a in cases on the basis t h a t any 
unnecessa ry f u n d s w o u l d r e v e r t . M r . H a m -
lin spoke of his needs and ou t l i ned a f e w 
c red i t s no t s h o w n on t h e budge t , wh ich he 
believed w o u l d b r ing in a b o u t $500. H e w a s 
u n p r e p a r e d to supply f i r m es t ima te s un t i l he 
h a d deta i l s of t he n e w A . C . R . L . - A . L . A . 
f inancia l a r r a n g e m e n t s f r o m M r . C o r y . 

T h e t r e a s u r e r w a s r eques t ed to p r e p a r e a 
f inished s t a t e m e n t of the b u d g e t f o r the in-
f o r m a t i o n of the boa rd a f t e r t he de ta i l s of in-
come had been w o r k e d o u t w i t h A . L . A . 
W h i l e the t o t a l b u d g e t as shown indicated 
a deficit , t h e b o a r d f e l t t h a t the f a c t o r s of in-
come no t s h o w n p lus the c u s t o m a r y revers ion 
of u n s p e n t f u n d s a t t h e end of the y e a r l e f t 
a s a fe m a r g i n f o r o p e r a t i o n in the b l ack .—

D u r i n g 
his incumbency, he h a s seen the un ive r s i ty ' s 
e n r o l m e n t expand f r o m 2000 to 5000, w i t h 
especial ly heavy g r o w t h in the g r a d u a t e and 
p r o f e s s i o n a l d e p a r t m e n t s . T h e col lect ions of 
c a t a loged p r in t ed books have g r o w n d u r i n g his 
a d m i n i s t r a t i o n f r o m 150,000 to m o r e t h a n

H i s 
w o r k schedule ( 8 : 0 0 A.M. to 2 : 0 0 P.M. and 
8 : 0 0 P.M. to 2 : 0 0 A.M., the m o r n i n g p o r t i o n 
being omi t t ed on S u n d a y s ) has a t t r a c t e d con-
s ide rab le local in te res t . M a n y of the n igh t 
h o u r s h a v e been devo ted to the conduc t of an 
extens ive co r respondence , by m e a n s of which , 
he h a s cu l t iva ted f r i e n d s f o r the l i b r a r y .

D a l t o n w h o h a s r e g u l a r l y 
r e p r e s e n t e d the U n i v e r s i t y of V i r g i n i a a t li-
b r a r y confe rences , and m o r e t h a n one li-
b r a r i a n h a s supposed t h a t he w a s a l r e a d y at 
t he h e a d of the l i b r a r y a t C h a r l o t t e s v i l l e . 

L i k e his p redecessor , H a r r y C l e m o n s , M r . 
D a l t o n h a d a p r e l i m i n a r y pe r iod of g r a d u a t e 
w o r k and t each ing in Eng l i sh b e f o r e m a k i n g 
t h e choice in f a v o r of l i b ra r i ansh ip . H e s t u d -
ied a t t he V i r g i n i a Po ly techn ic I n s t i t u t e and 
a t t h e U n i v e r s i t y of Vi rg in ia , and f r o m the 
l a t t e r received his bache lo r ' s deg ree in 1930 
and his m a s t e r ' s deg ree in 1935. D u r i n g the 
f o u r yea r s f r o m 1930 to 1934 he w a s an in-
s t r u c t o r in Engl i sh a t t he V i r g i n i a P o l y t e c h -
nic I n s t i t u t e , and he seemed w e l l on his w a y 
to a p r o f e s s o r s h i p in t h a t sub jec t . 

B u t d u r i n g his u n d e r g r a d u a t e days a t the 
U n i v e r s i t y of V i rg in i a , he and t w o s t u d e n t 
f r i e n d s had held s t u d e n t ass i s tan t sh ips in the 
U n i v e r s i t y L i b r a r y ; and, r a t h e r to t h e s u r -
pr i se of all t h ree , they had f o u n d themse lves 
in t r igued by expand ing possibil i t ies in the 
u n d e r t a k i n g s of t h a t l i b r a ry . T h e o t h e r t w o 
w e r e J o h n C o o k W y l l i e , n o w c u r a t o r of r a r e 
books and c u r a t o r of t h e M c G r e g o r L i b r a r y 
a t t he U n i v e r s i t y of V i rg in i a , and R a n d o l p h 
W a r n e r C h u r c h , n o w l i b r a r i a n of the V i r g i n i a 
S t a t e L i b r a r y . A s f o r J a c k D a l t o n , he w a s 
in 1934 successfu l ly t e m p t e d back f r o m 
B l a c k s b u r g to become ass i s t an t r e f e r e n c e li-
b r a r i a n a t the U n i v e r s i t y of V i r g i n i a . D u r -
ing i 9 3 5 _ i 9 3 6 he s tud ied l i b r a r y science a t 
t he U n i v e r s i t y of M i c h i g a n on a special g r a n t 
f r o m the G e n e r a l E d u c a t i o n B o a r d . H e w a s 
p r o m o t e d to r e f e r e n c e l i b r a r i a n in 1936 and to 
associa te l i b r a r i a n in 1942, c o n c u r r e n t l y con-
t i nu ing as head of the R e f e r e n c e Div is ion . 
T o h im was , as has been indica ted , g r a d u a l l y 
e n t r u s t e d the responsibi l i ty of r e p r e s e n t i n g th is 
l i b r a r y in reg iona l and na t i ona l l i b r a r y asso-
cia t ions . D u r i n g the c u r r e n t session M r . 
D a l t o n h a s been able, on a g r a n t f r o m the 
G e n e r a l E d u c a t i o n B o a r d , to m a k e a ser ies 
of visi ts to l i b r a r y cen te r s t h r o u g h o u t the 
c o u n t r y in o r d e r to ga in f i r s t - h a n d k n o w l e d g e 
of p o s t w a r deve lopmen t s in l i b r a r y t echniques 
and a d m i n i s t r a t i o n . 

M r . D a l t o n w a s p r e s i d e n t of the V i r g i n i a 
L i b r a r y Assoc ia t ion f r o m 1941 to 1946. H e 
is c h a i r m a n of the P r o g r a m P l a n n i n g C o m -
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m i t t e e of the Counc i l of N a t i o n a l L i b r a r y A s -
socia t ions . T h e l is t of t h e c o m m i t t e e appo in t -
m e n t s he h a s held o r is ho ld ing in t h e V i r g i n i a 
L i b r a r y Assoc ia t ion , t h e S o u t h e a s t e r n L i b r a r y 
Assoc ia t ion , t he T e n n e s s e e V a l l e y A d m i n i s t r a -
t ion L i b r a r y Survey , t h e Assoc ia t ion of C o l -
lege and R e f e r e n c e L i b r a r i e s , the A m e r i c a n 
L i b r a r y Assoc ia t ion , and the Assoc ia t ion of 
R e s e a r c h L i b r a r i e s w o u l d f a i r l y m a t c h 
H o m e r ' s Catalogue of the Ships. Suffice it 
to say t h a t w i t h his n e w responsibi l i t ies a t t he 
U n i v e r s i t y of V i rg in i a , J a c k D a l t o n is go ing 
to be ve ry busy bo th as a c e n t r i p e t a l f o r c e 
a n d as a c e n t r i f u g a l fo rce . I n bo th d i rec -
t ions th is wi l l be a fo r ce con t ro l l ed by sound , 
r a t i o n a l p r inc ip les .—Harry Clemons. 

H E N R Y BARTLETT V A N H O E S E N , a t h i s r e -
ques t , r e t i r ed as d i r e c t o r of the B r o w n U n i -
vers i ty L i b r a r y on J u l y i , 1950. H e wi l l con-
t inue to se rve as J o h n H a y P r o f e s s o r of 
B ib l iog raphy . H e w a s appoin ted associa te li-
b r a r i a n on J u l y I , 1929, became l i b r a r i a n a 
y e a r l a t e r , and r e t a i n e d t h a t office un t i l J u l y 1, 
1949, w h e n he became d i r e c t o r of the l i b r a ry . 

T h e per iod of 20 y e a r s d u r i n g w h i c h D r . 
V a n H o e s e n w a s the m o v i n g fo rce w a s one of 
e x t r a o r d i n a r y g r o w t h . W h e n he c a m e to 
B r o w n the col lect ion w a s 163 y e a r s old and 
h a d a c c u m u l a t e d a f e w less t h a n 400,000 vol -
u m e s . I n A p r i l of th is y e a r t h e r e w e r e 
733,000 v o l u m e s and 118,000 o t h e r i t ems . 
B o t h b u d g e t and staff h a d m o r e t h a n doub led . 
T h e s e f ac t s a r e impress ive by themselves , b u t 
they a r e even m o r e s t r i k ing w h e n one r e m e m -
bers t h a t he took office j u s t as the depress ion 
b r o k e and t h a t b e f o r e th is c a t a s t r o p h e w a s 
over w a r c a m e and f u r t h e r d i s r u p t e d n o r m a l 
ope ra t ions . 

St i l l m o r e impress ive , pe rhaps , a r e the phys-
ical and o r g a n i z a t i o n a l changes . A s bu i ld -
ings go, t he J o h n H a y L i b r a r y , dedica ted in 
1910, is ge t t i ng old, b u t by t h e f r e s h n e s s of 
D r . V a n H o e s e n ' s i m a g i n a t i o n it h a s been 
kep t up to da t e . A l m o s t no r o o m n o w h a s the 
f u n c t i o n o r even t h e f o r m it o r ig ina l ly had . 
M o r e o v e r , i n t e r n a l o r g a n i z a t i o n has been 
vas t ly improved . T h e 19 s c a t t e r e d d e p a r t -
m e n t a l l ib ra r ies , a l w a y s c lumsy to m a n a g e , 
have been d i s c o n t i n u e d ; ins tead t h e r e are , be-
sides the m a i n l i b r a ry , only the P e m b r o k e 
Co l l ege L i b r a r y and divis ional l i b r a r i e s f o r 
the physical sciences and m a t h e m a t i c s and f o r 
the biological sciences. 

W i t h no qua l i t i e s of s h o w m a n s h i p o r any of 

of t h e a p p e a r a n c e s of the go -ge t t e r , D r . V a n 
H o e s e n h a s been one of t h e m o s t p rogress ive 
l i b r a r y a d m i n i s t r a t o r s in t h e U n i t e d S ta tes . 
H i s i n t e r e s t in the i m p r o v e m e n t of ca t a log ing 
p r o c e d u r e s has been act ive and con t inuous . I n 
1939 B r o w n a d o p t e d the M c B e e - K e y s o r t

M o n t a g u e ' s g i f t w a s a r r a n g e d t h r o u g h 
p u r c h a s e of the m a n u s c r i p t s and p e r s o n a l be-
longings of the n i n e t e e n t h - c e n t u r y poet , p r e -
served in h e r h o m e t o w n of A m h e r s t , M a s s . 
I t includes a u t o g r a p h e d d r a f t s of 958 poems, 
as w e l l as m a n y l e t t e r s , books, possessions and 
f a m i l y p a p e r s a c c u m u l a t e d since the a r r i v a l of 
t he f i r s t D ick inson in the U n i t e d S ta tes . T h e 
g i f t to H a r v a r d also includes al l copyr igh t s 
and l i t e r a r y r igh t s p rev ious ly ves ted in t h e 
D ick in son he i rs .
