A Report from Washington 

MORE T H A N A THOUSAND BILLS i n t h e 

field of educa t ion were i n t roduced in 
the 85th Congress. A n u m b e r of these pro-
posals have significance for the l ibraries of 
colleges a n d universi t ies. 

BILLS PASSED 

National Defense Education Act 

O n e of the last acts of the 85th Congress 
was the a p p r o p r i a t i o n of $40 mi l l ion to 
l aunch the N a t i o n a l Defense Educa t ion Act 
of 1958, which was enac ted just be fo re ad-
j o u r n m e n t . T h e cost of the four-year pro-
g ram has been es t imated at $887 mi l l ion . 
Publ ic Law 85-864 is a compromise meas-
ure , d r a f t e d by a House-Senate conference 
commit tee . T h e legislation sets u p a basic 
four-year p rog ram of repayab le loans to col-
lege s tudents a n d var ious aids to spur sci-
ence, mathemat ics , a n d language teaching. 
T h e ou t r igh t scholarship provis ion was elim-
ina ted . 

Several titles in this new act app ly to 
ins t i tu t ions of h igher educa t ion a n d a num-
ber of the provisions can be i n t e rp re t ed as 
significant to l ibraries a n d l ibrar ians . 

T i t l e I I , Loans to Students in Institutions 
of Higher Education, provides Federa l as-
sistance in the es tab l i shment of s tuden t loan 
f u n d s for m a k i n g low interest loans to stu-
dents to pur sue the i r educa t ion a t colleges 
a n d universi t ies. U p to one-half of any loan 
is cancelled for service as a ful l - t ime teacher 
in a pub l i c e lementa ry or secondary school 
in a state. T h e Act au thor ized an appro-
p r i a t ion of $47.5 mi l l ion d u r i n g the cur-
r en t fiscal year, of which $6 mi l l ion was 
a p p r o p r i a t e d init ial ly. Colleges a n d uni-
versities will be r equ i r ed to p rov ide $1.00 
for every $9.00 received in Federa l f unds . 
Assuming tha t the loans would average 
a b o u t $600 pe r s tuden t , app rox ima te ly 
eleven t housand Federa l ly-suppor ted loans 
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could be m a d e u n d e r the a m o u n t appro-
p r i a t ed fo r the first fiscal year. 

Since school l ibrar ians are cert if icated as 
teachers in a lmost all states, these s tuden t 
loans may be i n t e r p r e t e d as avai lable to 
prospect ive school l ibrar ians . 

T i t l e IV, National Defense Fellowships. 
Approx ima te ly 160 colleges a n d universi t ies 
a re eligible to pa r t i c ipa te in this p rog ram 
to e x p a n d g r a d u a t e educa t ion at the Ph.D. 
level to increase the n u m b e r of well- t rained 
college teaching personne l . O n e t housand 
fel lowships are au thor ized d u r i n g the cur-
r e n t fiscal year a n d 1,500 d u r i n g each of 
the th ree succeeding years. Pre fe rence will 
be given to nominees in teres ted in teach-
ing in ins t i tu t ions of h igher educa t ion . In 
add i t i on to these fellowships, the Act au-
thorizes g ran ts to thei r ins t i tu t ions to he lp 
finance the new or e x p a n d e d programs. 

W h e n condi t ions set fo r th in this act 
have been met , these fel lowships may apply 
to g r a d u a t e s tudy for l ibrar ians , b u t prob-
ably at the doctora l level only. 

T i t l e V, Guidance, Counseling, and Test-
ing, author izes two re la ted programs: one 
for secondary schools a n d o n e for insti tu-
t ions of h igher educa t ion . Ins t i tu t ions of 
h igher educa t ion may app ly directly to the 
Office of Educa t ion fo r contracts to set u p 
t r a in ing inst i tutes for gu idance a n d counsel-
ing personne l . T h e Act author izes an ap-
p r o p r i a t i o n of $6,250,000 for s u p p o r t of the 
t r a i n ing inst i tutes, of which $2 mi l l ion is 
now available. T h e r e are no specific match-
ing requ i rements . I t is es t imated tha t the 
ful l sum author ized would provide sixty in-
st i tutes a n d t r a in ing for 2,350 counselors. 
L ibrary resources in this field will need to 
be e x p a n d e d . 

T i t l e VI, Modern Foreign Language De-
velopment. U n d e r this t i t le colleges a n d uni-
versities may app ly for f u n d s to establish 
short- term or regula r session inst i tutes to 
provide further training for persons teach-
ing fore ign languages or p r e p a r i n g to be-
come language teachers. Regu la t ions are al-
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so being p r e p a r e d u n d e r which colleges a n d 
universi t ies may receive Federa l assistance 
in the es tabl i shment a n d ope ra t ion of spe-
cial centers to p rov ide ins t ruc t ion for f u t u r e 
teachers, gove rnmen t personnel , a n d o thers 
in languages now rarely t augh t in this coun-
try, a n d ins t ruc t ion in the customs, laws, 
economic systems, a n d o ther aspects of the 
countr ies concerned . 

Ins t i tu t ions which contrac t wi th the Of-
fice of Educa t ion for the es tabl i shment a n d 
ope ra t ion of the inst i tutes a n d centers will 
r equ i re l ibrary mater ia ls no t only in the 
foreign languages b u t in fields needed to 
provide a fu l l u n d e r s t a n d i n g of the coun-
tries in which such language is used, such 
as "history, pol i t ical science, linguistics, 
economics, sociology, geography, a n d an-
thropology ." Increased mater ia ls a n d ex-
pans ion of exist ing l ibraries will be re-
qu i red . 

T i t l e VII , Research and Experimentation 
in More Effective Use of Television, Radio, 
Motion Pictures, and Related Media for Ed-
ucational Purposes. T h i s t i t le authorizes 
grants or contracts to pub l ic or nonpro f i t 
agencies, organizat ions, a n d indiv iduals for 
projects of research a n d expe r imen ta t i on on 
this subject . I t also authorizes the Commis-
sioner of Educa t ion , directly or t h rough 
grants or contracts, to study the need for 
increased use of these media , p r epa re a n d 
publ ish mater ia ls usefu l in encourag ing a n d 
mak ing bet ter use of such med ia for educa-
t ional purposes, a n d provide technical as-
sistance to state a n d local educa t iona l 
agencies a n d ins t i tu t ions of h igher educa-
t ion in the use of such media . A first s tep 
in this p rog ram will be a p p o i n t m e n t of an 
advisory commit tee . T h e Act authorizes $3 
mil l ion for this p rog ram the first year, of 
which $500,000 has been a p p r o p r i a t e d ini-
tially. Some research is expected to get 
u n d e r way at colleges a n d universi t ies dur-
ing the second semester of this cu r ren t 
academic year. 

T h e provisions of this title will be of 
t r emendous interest to educa t iona l insti tu-
t ions t h r o u g h o u t the count ry a n d should be 
of interest to all l ibrar ians . 

T i t l e IX, Science Information Service. 
T h i s u n i t is established in the Na t iona l Sci-
ence F o u n d a t i o n . T h r o u g h it, the Founda -
tion will p rov ide or a r range for indexing , 

abstract ing, t ransla t ing, a n d o the r services 
l ead ing to a more effective d isseminat ion 
of scientific i n fo rma t ion , a n d will u n d e r t a k e 
p rograms to develop new or improved meth-
ods for m a k i n g scientific i n fo rma t ion avail-
able. 

Counterpart Funds 

T h e act to a m e n d a n d ex tend the Agricul-
tura l T r a d e Deve lopmen t a n d Assistance 
Act of 1954 (P.L.85-931), signed by the 
Pres ident on Sep tember 6, 1958, makes it 
possible to use coun t e rpa r t f u n d s for ab-
stracting, t ransla t ing, indexing , acqui r ing , 
a n d otherwise m a k i n g avai lable in the 
U n i t e d States mater ia ls f rom abroad . Spe-
cifically, it provides "For financing u n d e r 
the di rect ion of the L ib ra r i an of Congress, 
in consul ta t ion with the Na t iona l Science 
F o u n d a t i o n a n d o the r in teres ted agencies, 
in such a m o u n t s as may be specified f rom 
t ime to t ime in a p p r o p r i a t i o n acts, (1) pro-
grams outs ide the U n i t e d States for the 
analysis a n d evalua t ion of foreign books, 
periodicals, a n d o ther mater ia ls to deter-
m i n e whe the r they would provide informa-
t ion of technical or scientific significance in 
the U n i t e d States a n d whe the r such books, 
periodicals, a n d o the r mater ia ls are of cul-
tura l or educa t iona l significance; (2) the 
registry, indexing , b ind ing , r ep roduc t ion , 
cataloging, abstract ing, t ransla t ing, a n d dis-
semina t ion of books, periodicals, a n d re la ted 
mater ia ls de t e rmined to have such signif-
icance; a n d (3) the acquisi t ion of such 
books, periodicals, a n d o the r mater ia ls a n d 
the deposi t thereof in l ibraries a n d research 
centers in the U n i t e d States specializing in 
the areas to which they re la te ." 

Educational Exchanges 

In enac t ing the app rop r i a t i ons bill for the 
D e p a r t m e n t of State, the Senate increased 
the f u n d s for the i n t e rna t iona l educa t iona l 
exchange p rogram. T h i s p rog ram received 
$20.8 mil l ion last year, the Admin i s t r a t ion 
reques ted the same sum for the coming 
year, a n d the House al lowed the ful l a m o u n t 
of the request . T h e Senate, however, voted 
$30.8 mil l ion for i n t e rna t iona l exchange of 
s tudents , teachers, leaders, a n d specialists. 
In conference, ag reement was reached on a 
total of $22.8 mil l ion. All the increase is 
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specifically ea rmarked for La t in -Amer ican 
exchanges. 

In add i t i on to the f u n d s directly appro-
pr ia ted , the i n t e rna t i ona l educa t iona l ex-
change p r o g r a m also is au thor ized to use 
foreign currencies der ived f r o m sale ab road 
of surp lus U n i t e d States agr icu l tura l com-
modit ies . Last year, a b o u t $3.5 mi l l ion was 
avai lable f r o m this source. T h e H o u s e voted 
to pe rmi t use of $6.75 mi l l ion in fore ign 
currencies for educa t iona l exchanges d u r i n g 
the coming year, a n d the Senate a p p r o v e d 
use of $8.75 mi l l ion . T h e compromise figure 
agreed u p o n by the conferees was $7.25 
mi l l ion . 

Research Grants 

Publ ic L a w 85-934 authorizes Federa l de-
p a r t m e n t s a n d agencies to m a k e o r en t e r in-
to contracts fo r basic scientific research a t 
nonpro f i t ins t i tu t ions of h igher educa t ion , 
or at nonp ro f i t organiza t ions whose p r imary 
pu rpose is the conduc t of scientific research. 

Tariff-Free Audio-Visual Materials 

T h e Pres ident signed Publ ic Law 85-458 
on J u n e 13, 1958, which permi t s colleges, 
schools, a n d o the r ins t i tu t ions p r o m o t i n g 
the arts, sciences, a n d educa t ion to i m p o r t 
f ree of du ty sound recordings, slides, a n d 
t ransparencies for its own use or fo r the 
encouragemen t of the fine arts a n d also 
permi t s such ins t i tu t ions to impor t f ree of 
du ty p ic tu re film to be used in cer ta in non-
prof i t television broadcasts . T h e provisions 
of the Tar i f f Act of 1930 which exempts 
f rom du ty books, maps , a n d similar articles 
for educa t iona l a n d nonp ro f i t use is thus 
b r o u g h t up-to-date wi th the add i t i on of 
mater ia ls used in educa t iona l r ad io a n d 
television broadcasts . 

Medical Teaching Facilities Construction 

T h e Congress passed H.R.I2876 which ex-
t e n d e d for th ree years the H e a l t h Research 
Facilit ies Act of 1956 which establ ished a 
p rog ram of Federa l m a t c h i n g gran ts for the 
cons t ruc t ion of hea l th research facilities. 
T h i s bill has been signed in to law (P.L.85-
777). 

T h e Congress d id n o t act on the bill 
(H.R.11913) to a m e n d the Publ ic H e a l t h 

Service Act to au thor ize grants for research 
a n d teaching facilities fo r exist ing a n d new 
medical , den ta l , a n d pub l i c hea l th schools. 
Freder ick G. Kilgour , l ib ra r i an of Yale 
Medical Library , filed a s t a t ement for A L A 
wi th the H o u s e Subcommi t t ee on H e a l t h 
a n d Science in s u p p o r t of the proposals 
which wou ld s t imula te the e q u i p p i n g a n d 
cons t ruc t ion of hea l th l ibraries as a section 
of hea l t h research a n d teaching facilities. 

Postal Rates 

O n May 27, 1958, Pres ident Eisenhower 
signed Publ ic L a w 426, 85th Congress, the 
combined postal r a t e a n d postal pay bill 
(H.R.5836). I t will go in to effect on var ious 
dates un t i l Ju ly 1, 1961, t h o u g h most rates 
became effective Augus t 1, 1958. N e w rates 
are: 

First-Class Mail

Second-Class Mail 

N o change was m a d e in the presen t sec-
ond-class rates for pub l i ca t ions of nonpro f i t 
organizat ions or fo r classroom use, except 
tha t in no case will the charge per piece be 
less t h a n the p resen t m i n i m u m of x/8 of a 
cent . 

Third-Class Mail 

Per Piece Rate: 3«? two ounces, each 
add i t i ona l ounce . 

Bulk: pe r piece, 2^, effective J a n u a r y 1, 
1959, a n d 2y z4, effective Ju ly 1, 1960. Ap-
pl icable to qual i f ied nonprof i t , religious, ed-
ucat ional , scientific, ph i l an th rop ic , agricul-
tural , labor , ve te ran , or f r a t e rna l organiza-
tions a n d associat ions—except t ha t the min-
i m u m charge p e r piece will be half the reg-
u la r m i n i m u m charge. We igh t l imi t in-
creased f r o m 8 ounces u p to, b u t no t in-
c lud ing 16 ounces. T h e first increase will 
no t affect n o n p r o f i t g roups since thei r pres-
en t ra te is ltf pe r piece, b u t the 1960 in-
crease will move thei r r a t e u p to \yjtf pe r 
piece. 

Fourth-Class Mail 

Educational Materials ( formerly called 
Book Ra te ) : increased to 9^ on the first 
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p o u n d a n d 5<* on each succeeding p o u n d . 
T h e fol lowing materials , when in parcels 
no t exceeding seventy p o u n d s in weight , 
may be sent at this ra te (unde r l ined are the 
mater ia ls a d d e d by the new act): (1) books 
p e r m a n e n t l y b o u n d fo r preservaion consist-
ing wholly of r ead ing m a t t e r o r scholarly 
bibliography o r r ead ing m a t t e r wi th inci-
den ta l b lank spaces for s tudents ' no ta t ions 
a n d con ta in ing no adver t is ing m a t t e r o the r 
t han inc identa l a n n o u n c e m e n t s of books; (2) 
s ixteen-mil l imeter films a n d sixteen-millime-
ter film catalogs, except w h e n sent to com-
mercial theaters; (3) p r i n t e d music whe the r 
in b o u n d fo rm or in sheet fo rm; (4) printed 
objective test materials and accessories there-
to used by, or in behalf of, educational in-
stitutions in testing of ability, aptitude, 
achievements, interests, and other mental and 
personal qualities with or without ansivers, 
test scores, or identifying information re-
corded thereon in writing or by mark; (5) 
phonograph recordings; and (6) manuscripts 
for books, periodical articles, and music. 

Library Materials ( formerly called Li-
brary Book Ra te ) : T h e presen t ra te of 4"? 
for the first p o u n d a n d Itf for each addi-
t ional p o u n d or f rac t ion is m a i n t a i n e d a n d 
eligibili ty includes these categories: (1) 
books consist ing wholly of r ead ing ma t t e r 
or scholarly bibliography o r r ead ing m a t t e r 
wi th inc identa l b l ank spaces for s tudents ' 
no ta t ions a n d con ta in ing n o adver t is ing 
m a t t e r o the r t han the inc identa l announce-
men t s of books; (2) p r i n t e d music, whe the r 
in b o u n d fo rm or in sheet fo rm; (3) bound 
volumes of academic theses in typewritten 
or other duplicated form and bound vol-
umes of periodicals; (4) p h o n o g r a p h record-
ings; a n d (5) other library materials in 
printed, duplicated, or photographic form 
or in the form of unpublished manuscripts. 

T h i s ra te may also app ly to sixteen-milli-
me te r films, filmstrips, t ransparencies for 
pro jec t ion , a n d slides, microfilms, sound re-
cordings, a n d catalogs of such mater ia ls , 
when sent in parcels no t exceeding seventy 
p o u n d s in weight to or f r o m (1) schools, 
colleges, or universi t ies a n d (2) pub l i c li-
braries, religious, educat ional , scientific, phil-
an th rop ic , agr icul tura l , labor, veterans, or 
f r a t e rna l organizat ions or associations, n o t 
organized for prof i t a n d n o n e of the ne t 
income of which inures to the benef i t 

of any pr iva te s tockholder or ind iv idua l . 
T h i s ra te is ex t ended to inc lude such mai l 

for schools, colleges, a n d universi t ies in ad-
d i t ion to the l ibraries a n d nonp ro f i t asso-
ciations now eligible. 

T h e l ibrary mater ia ls ra te is ex t ended to 
all delivery zones. 

Permit Requirement 

Shipments u n d e r the l ibrary mater ia ls ra te 
may be m a d e wi thou t securing a special au-
thor izat ion. T h e postal m a n u a l has been re-
vised so as no t to r equ i r e a pe rmi t for the 
acceptance for such mai l ings of nonpro f i t 
organizat ions. 

T h e r e is some ambigui ty in the new postal 
law regard ing the m i n i m u m weight l imit 
for books. W e u n d e r s t a n d tha t the Post 
Office D e p a r t m e n t will pe rmi t such pack-
ages weighing less t h a n 16 ounces to be sent 
at the first p o u n d ra te u n d e r the book a n d 
l ibrary book rates (9^ a n d 4<f respectively). 
If any difficulties are encoun te r ed on this 
p o i n t wi th ind iv idua l post offices, the local 
postmaster should be reques ted to secure an 
official r u l i ng on the ques t ion f r o m the Post 
Office D e p a r t m e n t in Wash ing ton . W e un-
ders tand tha t such rul ings will be as out-
l ined above. 

Books for the Blind 

T h e f ree ma i l ing privileges for books fo r 
the b l ind are ex t ended to such mai l sent 
w i thou t charge by indiv iduals as well as 
l ibraries a n d organizat ions. 

International Book Rates 

O n August 25, the Post Office Depar t -
m e n t a n n o u n c e d tha t the proposed increases 
in i n t e rna t iona l book post rates which would 
have raised the book ra te to La t in America 
by 50 pe r cent a n d to the rest of the wor ld 
by 331/3 per cent "are p o s t p o n e d un t i l fur-
ther not ice." ALA, USIA, N E A , a n d many 
o the r g roups protes ted to the Postmaster 
Genera l tha t these radical increases would 
const i tu te a bar to the f ree flow of in forma-
t ion a m o n g na t ions a n d to the fos ter ing of 
a cl imate of i n t e rna t iona l u n d e r s t a n d i n g . 
A revised proposal is now u n d e r considera-
t ion by the Post Office D e p a r t m e n t . 
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O T H E R B I L L S INTRODUCED 

Educational Television 

O n May 29, the Senate by voice vote 
passed S.2119, i n t roduced by Senator War -
ren G. Magnuson (D., Wash.) to au thor ize 
Federa l grants-in-aid to the states for con-
s t ruct ion of educa t iona l T V facilities. F u n d s 
would be avai lable u p o n app l i ca t ion to the 
U.S. Commiss ioner of Educa t ion a n d would 
be g ran t ed for facilities ope ra t ed u n d e r the 
control of a state educa t ion agency, a non-
prof i t o rganiza t ion i n t e n d i n g to engage in 
educa t iona l T V broadcas t ing , a state edu-
cat ional T V commission, or a state college 
or universi ty. N o a m o u n t of f u n d s was fixed 
in the Senate bill, b u t a l imi ta t ion of $1 
mi l l ion to agencies wi th in any one state 
was imposed. T h e bill was a p p r o v e d by 
the H o u s e In te r s ta te a n d Fore ign Com-
merce Commi t t e e b u t was no t a p p r o v e d by 
the Ru les Commi t t e e for H o u s e floor act ion. 

Depository Library Law 

A final hea r ing on the bill to revise the 
deposi tory l ibrary law was he ld in Wash-
ing ton on J u n e 19. Tes t i f y ing in s u p p o r t 
of the bill for A L A were B e n j a m i n Powell , 
l ibrar ian , D u k e Universi ty, a n d cha i rman 
of ALA's Publ ic D o c u m e n t s Commi t t ee ; 
Roge r M c D o n o u g h , director , N e w Jersey 
State Library ; a n d Je rome Wilcox, l ibrar-
ian, City College, New York City. A r t h u r H . 
Parsons, Jr., d i rector , Enoch Pra t t Free Li-
brary, was u n a b l e to be presen t b u t sub-
mi t t ed a s t a t ement which m a d e a p a r t of the 
p r i n t e d hear ings. 

O n J u n e 25, Represen ta t ive W a y n e Hays 
(D., Ohio) i n t roduced a revised bill, H.R. 

13140. T h i s bill passed the H o u s e of Repre -
sentat ives w i thou t a m e n d m e n t on July 21 
a n d was r e fe r red to the Senate Ru le s a n d 
Admin i s t r a t ion Commi t t ee . T h e Commi t t e e 
agreed they favored the genera l purposes 
a n d objectives of the measure b u t fel t hear-
ings should be held . Since n o t ime was avail-
able p r io r to a d j o u r n m e n t n o f u r t h e r act ion 
was taken. I t is an t i c ipa ted a similar bill 
will be i n t roduced early in the 86th Con-
gress. 

T h e p r inc ipa l new provisions of the bill 
are as follows: 

(1) Each c o m p o n e n t of the Federa l gov-
e r n m e n t shall fu rn i sh the S u p e r i n t e n d e n t 

of Documen t s a list of its publ ica t ions , ex-
cept those " r equ i r ed for official use or those 
r equ i r ed for strictly admin is t ra t ive or oper-
a t iona l purposes which have no pub l i c in-
terest or educa t iona l va lue a n d publ ica t ions 
classified for reasons of na t i ona l security," 
which it issues outs ide the G o v e r n m e n t 
P r i n t i n g Office. 

(2) T h e s e pub l ica t ions will be listed by 
the S u p e r i n t e n d e n t of Documen t s a n d dis-
t r i b u t e d by h i m to such deposi tory l ibrar ies 
as select them. 

(3) Add i t i ona l deposi tory l ibraries may 
be des ignated . T h e provis ion " tha t a total 
of no t more t h a n two such libraries, o the r 
t h a n those specifically des igna ted by law . . . 
may be des ignated wi th in each a rea" would 
p e r m i t 515 new deposi tor ies to be created. 

(4) Before a new deposi tory l ibrary can 
be des igna ted wi th in a Congress ional dis-
trict, the head of tha t l ibrary shall f u rn i sh 
his Represen ta t ive wi th just i f icat ion of the 
necessity for the des ignat ion, a n d this shall 
be signed by the head of each exist ing de-
pository l ibrary wi th in the distr ict a n d by 
the head of the l ibrary au thor i ty of the 
state in which the deposi tory is to be estab-
lished. 

(5) As m a n y as two regional deposi tory 
l ibraries may be des igna ted in each state, 
terr i tory, a n d commonwea l th . Such deposi-
tories shall agree to receive a n d r e t a in at 
least one copy of all g o v e r n m e n t publ ica-
tions, e i ther in p r i n t e d o r microfacsimile 
fo rm, a n d wi th in the region served shall 
m a k e its documen t s freely avai lable on in-
ter l ibrary loan a n d fo r re fe rence service. 

(6) On ly regional deposi tory l ibraries 
mus t r e t a in d o c u m e n t s p e r m a n e n t l y . T h e 
o the r deposi tor ies may dispose of govern-
m e n t pub l i ca t ions a f t e r five years. 

T h e language of the revised bill also re-
quires the G o v e r n m e n t P r i n t i n g Office to 
pay the cost of ma i l ing pub l ica t ions sent to 
deposi tory l ibraries. 

College Housing Loans 

A n a m e n d m e n t to the H o u s i n g Act au-
thorizes increased f u n d s for college hous ing 
a n d authorizes long- term Federa l loans at 
low interes t rates for the cons t ruc t ion of 
new, or the rehab i l i t a t ion of existing, class-
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rooms, laboratories , a n d academic facilities. 
ALA presen ted tes t imony in suppor t of this 
new tit le in the assumpt ion tha t the te rm 
" a c a d e m i c f a c i l i t i e s " includes l ibraries.

T h e legislation was called u p on suspension 
of the rules, which requires a favorable vote 
of two-thirds of those vot ing. 

Public Community Junior College 
Construction Bill 

Represen ta t ive U l l m a n of Oregon intro-
duced H.R.12232, a bill to establish a five-
year p r o g r a m of Federa l grants-in-aid to the 
states fo r the const ruct ion, expans ion , a n d 
r emode l ing of pub l i c communi ty j u n i o r col-
leges. T h i s bill was n o t r epo r t ed o u t by 
the House Educa t ion a n d L a b o r Commit -
tee. 

Each of the measures listed above must be 

re - in t roduced a n d again pass the scrut iny 
of the a p p r o p r i a t e committees , if it is 
to be enacted by the 86th Congress which 
will convene nex t J a n u a r y 7.
