The following resolution, introduced by 
the Audio-Visual Committee at the first 
Board meeting was approved:
The ACRL Audio-Visual Committee, noting 
the great opportunity afforded colleges and 
universities to build desirable and useful A-V 
centers with funds granted through the Higher 
Education Act of 1965, and particularly under 
Title II and Title VI;

And recognizing the great need for A-V 
materials and equipment as an integral part of 
the services of a large number of colleges and 
university libraries;

The Committee recommends that the officials 
of A C R L go on record as endorsing the re­
quest and expenditure of funds for these pur­
poses;

And that the A C R L  endorse the principle 
of Federal Funds for Higher Education to pro­
vide continued upgrading and encouragement 
by Congress of libraries through continued at­
tention to these needs.
