Apparitions, Healings, and Weeping Ma-
donnas: Christianity and the Paranormal,
by LisaJ.

(209 pages, November 2003),
examines mystical phenomena in the light of para-
psychology, not in orderto minimize a theological
explanation but to show how, from a Catholic
standpoint, a miraculous intervention can coexist
with anomalous yet explainable events. Hie au-
thor specifically looks at postmortem survival,
poltergeists, precognition, and healing miracles and
concludes (relying extensively on the writings of
German theologian Karl Rahner) that while sci-
ence might explain the mechanism behind such
phenomena, religion offers the meaning. $16.95.

A Brief History of Disease, Science and
Medicine: Fromthe Ice Ageto the Genome
Project, by Michael Kennedy (528 pages, Janu-
ary 2004), is a broad review ofthe discoveiy of
the nature of disease and the evolution of the
medical profession. Kennedy, a retired surgeon,
offers a scholarly yet readable review of topics
often overlooked in medical school classes. In-
cluded are sections on the restoration of muti-
lated noses in ancient India, Florence Nightingale
as the founder of biostatistics and hospital infec-
tion control, the discoveiy of insulin, the devel-
opment of intensive care units, a history of HMOs
and medical economics, and the deinstitution-
alization of the mentally ill. $29-95- Writers’Col-
lective.

The journals cost
hundreds ofthousands ofdollarsto acquire over
theyears.HMCisalsogivingawayalargenumber
ofduplicate mathematicsbooksto members of
the college community. Elizabeth Millan, asenior
mathematics major at HMC, isresponsible for
starting the donation process, and she personally
spentaweek boxing the journals forshipping.
“When Iheard thatwe had all these mathematics
journalsthathad no permanenthome and were in
dangerofbeingthrown out, Iwas heartbroken,”
she said.
