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loging, first in the form er Serials and  Electronic 
Resources Unit, w here she handled serials and 
video catalogings, and, finally, since October 1999, 
in the  MARC Unit, w here she has served as the 
serials support catalogerfor all non-Slavic, non- 
H ebrew  serial titles.

C harlotte D erk sen , head of the Branner library, 
has re tired  from  Stanford University after 23 
years o f service. D erksen has been  very active 
and  played a leadership role in professional orga­
nizations for earth sciences librarians, including 
the G eoscience Information Society, American 
G eological Institute, GeoRef, Geological Soci­
ety  o f  Am erica, Cartographic Users Advisory 
Council, ALA-Map and Geography Round Table, 
and  the Research Libraries Group. She has pub ­
lished over 20 articles on collection development 
and  public service issues and has w on  the best 
paper from  the Geoscience Information Society 
for the past tw o years. By request from the Geo­
logical Society of America, she developed a Web 
page called  “Selected Web Sites for G eoscien­
tists.” D erksen  com piled  inform ation fo r the 
m onograph  “Union List o f Geologic Field Trip 
G uidebooks,” 5th ed. (1989)—a core title that is 
purchased by virtually all earth sciences libraries.

J o h n  J a x , after 44 years (32 as director), has 
retired from  the library at the University of Wis­
consin-Stout. Jax  first jo ined the library as an  
assistant librarian in 1959- In 1971, he was named 
head  librarian and  assistant dean for the school 
of learning resources. During his tenure, the cam­
p us library has grow n from a collection o f over 
75,000 vo lum es to  over 225,000. It w as also 
d u r i n g  his tenu re  that, 

following the construc­
tion  o f a n ew  $6.7 m il­
lion facility, the Stout li­
brary becam e the first in 
the  U niversity o f Wis­
consin System to have an 
integrated autom ated li­
brary system. In  1983, 
th e  n e w  facility  w as 
nam ed the Library of the John Jax
Year b y  the  W isconsin 

Library Association. Five years later, the Library 
Learning Center was honored as one of 49 Cen­
ters o f  Excellence in the University o f W iscon­
sin System. Jax  has served as presiden t o f the 
W isconsin Library Association, chair of the Con­
sortium of Hospitality Research Information Ser­

vices, an d  chair o f  the  Council o f  W isconsin 
Libraries, and  w as nam ed Librarian of the Year 
by  the W isconsin Library A ssociation in 1986. 
From  1979 to  1980, Jax  served  as a national 
delegate in Washington, D.C. for the White House 
Conference on  Library and Information Services.

A n n e  R ees retired from the Old Dominion Uni­
versity (ODU) Libraries in D ecem ber 2003. Rees 
jo ined  ODU in 1978 as a science reference li­
brarian.

B o n n ie  H . S ch u ster , professor of library ser­
vices and  systems librarian at the University of 
M ontana-M issoula (UM), retired in D ecem ber 
2003, after a 35-year ca ree r  in  academ ic  
librarianship. Schuster began her professional ca­
reer as a reference librarian at Iow a State Uni­
versity in 1968, and assumed a similar position at 
W ashington State University in  1973- In 1979, 
she m oved to Missoula to  becom e monographic 
acquisitions librarian at the  UM’s M aureen and 
Mike M ansfield Library. In  1990, she  becam e 
UM’s interim  head  o f technical services and, in 
1991, she w as nam ed systems librarian. During 
her tenure at UM, Schuster oversaw  the imple­
mentation of tw o online library management sys­
tems and she brought m any honors to  campus, 
including being selected in 1985 to assist the Fred 
Meyer Charitable Trust w ith its Library and  In­
formation Resources Program to improve access 
to  inform ation resources in the Pacific North­
west. Schuster has been  active in m any profes­
sional library associations, including sav ing  mul­
tiple terms on the boards of the Montana Library 
Association, the  Pacific N orthw est Library As­
sociation, the M ountain Plains Library Associa­
tion, and  the user group boards for each library 
management system. ■
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
