Nearly half of recent science and  engineering 
baccalaureate recipients reported that they attended community colleges.

Online banking showed the highest 
grow th of all Internet activities, increasing 127 percent for the period  2000-2002. E- 
mail continues to be the primary activity of m ost Internet users.

J. R. R. Tolkien and the  OED
While familiar to scholars and  aficionados, it is not widely know n that the author of the 
Lord of the Rings trilogy w orked on  the staff of the Oxford English Dictionary in 1919 
and 1920. Tolkien w as an assistant to  editor Henry Bradley. He w orked on  w ords near 
die beginning of die letter ILÇ including waistcoat, walnut, walrus, and wampum. Later, in 
1969, he even contributed to the entry for the w ord hobbit. The slips of paper on  which 
some of his w ork appears in Tolkien’s handwriting survive in the OED archives.

Literacy in U.S. cities
A recent study using data from  the U.S. Census, new spaper circulation rates, library 
resources, publishers, and other public documents, profiled the 64 largest U.S. cities. In 
the “Overall” rankings, Minneapolis, Minnesota; Seatde, Washington; and Denver, Colo­
rado rank as America’s m ost literate cities. O ne o f the indicators w as a public library 
index created for the study.
