McGowan has long been recognized for his vi­

sion in developing the  Northwestern Online Total 
Integrated System (NOTIS) in the late 1960s. The 
NOTIS system, which has evolved into Notis Sys­
tems, Inc., a software development and m arketing 
firm and wholly owned subsidiary of Northwestern 
University, has been selected and installed by over 
100 libraries in the United States.

Appointed university librarian at Northwestern 
in 1971, M cGowan was nam ed N orthw estern’s 
first recipient of the endowed Charles Deering Mc­
Cormick Distinguished C hair of Research Librari- 
anship. Speaking on the occasion commemorating 
the endowment of this chair and the nam ing of 
McGowan as the first recipient, Beverly P. Lynch, 
university librarian at the University of Illinois at 
C hicago, sa id , “ T h e  im p ac t N o rth w e s te rn ’s 
NOTIS has had and will have for the rest of the 
century on research and scholarship is incalcula­
ble. Its most obvious impact has been, and will be 
on library operations. Its long-term  im pact on 
scholars includes changing the way scholars iden­
tify, locate, and use library materials as well as ex­
tending access to a  universe of resources beyond a 
campus. Thesystem, built in the  environm ent John 
McGowan created and nurtured , will change the 
way the business of the academ y—teaching, re­
search, and service—is conducted.”

As well as his development of NOTIS, McGo­
wan’s impact on organizations such as the Research 
Libraries Group, the Midwest Region Library Net­
work (MIDLNET), the Association of Research L i­
braries, and the Council on L ibrary Resources are 
recognized in the aw ard citation. “John McGowan 
is modest about his m any accomplishments, but 
through his quest for excellence, and his concern 
for professional development, he has had and con­
tinues to have significant influence on the careers of 
many librarians.”

McGowan’s career as a librarian spans over 35 
years. He received his B. A. in English from H unter 
College and earned his MLS from Columbia Uni­
versity. He joined the library staff of New York 
University in 1951 where he studied for a bache­
lor’s degree in industrial engineering, completed in 
1966.

ence, has been chosen to receive the Doctoral Dis­
se r ta tio n  Fe llow sh ip .
The aw ard, $1,000 and 
a plaque, is donated by 
the  Institu te for Scien­
tific  In fo rm atio n  and 
will be presented at the 
ACRL President’s Pro­
gram in Dallas.

Crews’s proposed dis­
se r ta tio n  is e n tit le d ,
“ C opyright Policies at 
American Research Uni­
versities: Balancing In­
fo rm a tio n  N eeds and  Kenneth D. Crews
Legal Lim its.” Accord­
ing to S tanton Biddle,
C ity University of New York, and chair of the 
aw ard committee, “Crews has identified a crucial 
dilemma of very wide interest to the membership 
of ACRL, and the American L ibrary Association— 
copyright infringement liability and the counter­
balancing responsibility for providing maximum 
access to information. The question is especially 
im portant in light of recent advances in com puter­
ization  of in form ation  resources, telefacsim ile 
transmission, and electronic publishing. The criti­
cal analysis resulting from his research will docu­
m ent how existing policies address these conflicting 
purposes, and provide a theoretical construct for 
policy development.

“Crews has been a mem ber of the State Bar of 
California and a practicing attorney since 1980. He 
is the author of several articles, books, and other 
publications on various aspects of law  and librari- 
anship, including copyright issues. He therefore 
brings to the dissertation a  unique background of 
legal analysis with a library and information sci­
ence perspective, together w ith a demonstrated 
ability to  complete and publish substantial re­
search.”

Crews received a B.A. with honors in history 
from Northwestern University in 1977, a J.D . in 
1980 from W ashington University School of Law, 
an MLS from UCLA in 1987 and is now complet­
ing his Ph.D . from UCLA. He served as executive 
director and co-founder of the Los Angeles Venture 
A ssociation , a  n o n -p ro fit business league 
(1984-1985); and has served as member, chair, and 
Advisory Board member of the  State Bar of Cali­
fornia’s Com mittee on the History of Law  in Cali­
fornia since 1983. He has w ritten several books and 
articles including: Corwin’s Constitution: Essays 
and Insights o f E dw ard St. Corwin (Greenwood 
Press, 1986) and ARL SPEC Kit #138, University 
Copyright Policies.

Robert H. Burger, Slavic acquisitions librarian 

at the University of Illinois at Urbana-Cham paign, 
has been chosen to receive the Samuel Lazerow 
Fellowship.

“ B urger’s proposal, 
e n title d  ‘C o m p u te r 
Simulations of Catalog­
ing Backlog Dynamics,’ 
was selected for its origi­
nality , creativ ity , and
promise in developing a Robert H. Burger 
theoretical understand­
ing of the dynamics of cataloging backlogs,” said 
committee chair Don Lanier, head of special col­
lections at Northern Illinois University. Using the 
Stella for Education simulation software, Burger 
will develop three simulation models for cataloging 
backlog dynamics. In his proposal, Burger states 
that “backlogged items translate into a lack of ac­
cess to library materials and this directly contra­
venes the library’s m ain purpose.” Burger’s study 
proposes to clarify current notions of backlog dy­
namics and synthesize them into a comprehensive 
theory and he hopes this will create a more efficient 
process for backlogs, better allocation of library re­
sources and possible applications of similar simula­
tions to other library system dynamics.

Burger has been a t the University of Illinois since 
1976 and was promoted to associate Slavic librar­
ian in 1987. Burger received a master’s degree in 
Slavic languages and literatures from the Univer­
sity of North Carolina, Chapel Hill, in 1975 and a 
Ph.D. in L ibrary and Inform ation Science from 
the University of Illinois at Urbana-Cham paign in 
1988.

Burger is the author of Authority Work: The 
Creation, Use, Maintenance, and Evaluation of 
Authority Records and Files (Libraries Unlimited, 
1985), which has been translated and published in 
Tokyo. Burger has also served as a translator of Sci­
entific Communications and Informatics (Infor­
mation Resources Press, 1984).

The Samuel Lazerow Fellowship is funded by 
the Institute for Scientific Inform ation in memory 
of Samuel Lazerow, the ISI vice-president for ad­
ministration from 1972 until his death in 1981. L a­
zerow had a distinguished career in library and in­
formation science and held high-level posts in each 
of th e  th ree  n a tio n a l l ib ra rie s  o f th e  U n ited  
States—the National Library of Agriculture, the 
National Library of Medicine, and the Library of 
Congress. The fellowship is aw arded annually to 
foster advances in acquisitions or technical ser­
vices.

In selecting Michalak for the award, the chair of 
the award jury, Ronald G. Leach, dean of library 
services at Indiana State University, said, “The 
Committee was impressed with Michalak’s will­
ingness to take risks in forging a merger of libraries 
and computing a t Carnegie Mellon University, his 
support and encouragement of experimentation by 
staff, and his strong commitment to regional li­
brary cooperation, because these characteristics 
were so reflective of Hugh Atkinson’s contributions 
to the profession.”

This award, established to honor the life and ac­
complishments of Hugh C. Atkinson, a major inno­
vator in m odern librarianship, recognizes ou t­
standing achievement (including risk-taking) by 
academic librarians related to library automation 
or library m anagem ent that has contributed signif­
icantly to improvements in the area of library auto­
m ation, library managem ent, and/or library de­
velopment or research.
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“Tom Michalak’s distinguished career in aca­
demic librarianship is a chronicle of excellence in 
library autom ation, management and research. 
Through it all, Tom has demonstrated a relish for 
risk-taking, bu t always with the aim of improve­
ment in services to the user,” said W illiam Arms, 
vice president for academic services at Carnegie 
Mellon University, in his letter nom inating Micha­
lak for the award.

In  a letter supporting the nom ination, H .E . 
Broadbent III, executive director of the Pittsburgh 
Regional L ibrary Center, said, “It is clear to me as 
head of the regional resource sharing network, that 
through his m anagem ent style Tom has attracted 
to CMU, and retained, an extraordinary group of 
professionals who readily assume leadership posi­
tions among their peers. They are creative, ener­
gized individuals, who can be relied upon to get 
things done. They are a credit to the profession, to 
CMU, and to Tom Michalak. I only wish there 
were more of them !”

Prior to joining Carnegie Mellon University as 
director of the libraries in 1980, Michalak was chief 
of the Science and Engineering Division, Colum­
bia University Libraries, from 1975 to 1980. Mi­
chalak was selected for the first group of m anage­
ment interns supported by the Council on Library 
Resources in 1974-1975. M ichalak received his 
MLS from the University of Illinois in 1966 and his 
master’s degree in political science from the same 
institution in 1967. Michalak has w ritten num er­
ous articles and proposals, presented papers, and 
been active in regional library cooperation activi­
ties.

K.G. Saur Award for Best Article in College  
a n d  Research L ibraries

“Subject Searching in an Online Catalog with 
Authority C ontrol,” an article by Noelle Van Pulis 
and Lorene E. Ludy appearing in the November 
1988 issue of College and Research Libraries, has

been named the w inner 
of the K.G. Saur Award 
for Best College and Re­
search Libraries Article.
T h e  $500 a w ard , d o ­
n a te d  by p u b lish in g  
com p an y  K .G . Saur, 
will be presented at the 
ACRL President’s Pro­
gram in Dallas on June 
26.

“This is an article of 
major significance on a 
topic w hich affects all Noelle Van Pulis
academ ic  lib ra r ia n s , 
and even m ore im por­
tantly, all academic library users. Using research 
techniques particularly valuable to librarianship, 
the authors have w ritten an outstanding article 
presented in a clear and concise m anner,” said 
M ary Reichel, assistant university librarian  for 
central services at the University of Arizona, and 
chair of the aw ard jury.

The winning article examines subject searching 
in an online public access catalog w ith a controlled 
vocabulary. Previous studies have indicated that 
users felt subject searching capabilities could be 
improved if the system offered a display of terms 
related to their topics. Van Pulis and Ludy studied 
the subject searchers’ use of an online display of au­
thority information from Library of Congress Sub­
ject Headings for terms used in the catalog. They 
found that, of the terms entered by users, 78% 
were an exact or close m atch to catalog terms, and 
another 14% m atched “see” references. They also 
found that although additional information was 
available for nearly half of the searches performed, 
it was used in only 28% of these cases. They con­
cluded that improvements in subject searching fea­
tures are needed to encourage use of available syn­
detic structure.

Noelle Van Pulis is systems librarian, and Lorene 
E . Ludy is former catalog planning librarian at the 
Ohio State University Libraries, Columbus, Ohio. 
Van Pulis is responsible for m aintenance of the li­
braries’ autom ated system, LCS, and for develop­
ing instructional materials and programs for li­
b ra ry  users. She has w r i t te n  and  m ade 
presentations on the topic of online catalog design, 
use, and instruction. As catalog planning librarian, 
Ludy was responsible for the research and m ainte­
nance of catalog headings.

The K.G. Saur Award was established to recog­
nize the most outstanding article published in Col­
lege and Research Libraries (C’-L-RL) during the 
preceding volume year. The winning article is se­
lected on the basis of originality, timeliness, rele­
vance to ACRL areas of interest and concern and 
quality of writing. The first aw ard w ent to Jordan 
Scepanski, Robert Boice, and W ayne Wilson for 
their article, “Librarians and Faculty Members:

“Exhibition Catalogue Awards Committee 
members enjoy the opportunity to study each year’s 
awards entries, though selecting winners is not an 
easy task,” said award committee chair Pat Boze­
man, head of special collections at the University of 
Houston Libraries. “Truly exceptional exhibition 
catalogues are being published in U.S. and Cana­
dian institutions, and the 57 examples received for

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judging this year show a wide array of subject and 
design possibilities.”

First division w inner “For Your Amusement and 
Instruction” deserves praise for bringing a  virtually 
unknown collection to the attention of a wide and 
varied audience w ith its tasteful use of design, color 
and illustrations. “T im e Sanctified” is exceptional 
for its originality in using the canonical hours as a 
fram ework for the exhibition, for the readability 
and intelligence of its text, and for the beauty and 
quality of its illustrations.

T h e  co m m itte e  w as a t t r a c te d  to th e  w ay  
“F rak tu r” sensitively treats the  paleographical, 
decorative, and theological significance of one of 
the most beautiful genres of Am erican folk art. The 
handsomely illustrated text shows innovation in 
the inclusion of transcriptions and translations of 
each of the G erm an texts, thus m aking the cata­
logue an im portant educational document.

Yale University’s exhibit of pop-up, flap, revolv­
ing, cut-out, shaped, and m any other types of 
books had  a catalogue to m atch  in  “E ccen tric  
Books” (third division). A hand-m ade product of 
one person, this catalogue is entertaining and clev­
erly conceived and perfectly represents the  books in 
the  exhibit.

Additional catalogues singled out for honorable 
mention include: “Legacies of Genius: A Celebra­
tion of Philadelphia L ibraries,” Philadelphia Area 
Consortium of Special Collections Libraries (first

en awareness am ong both U.S. and European li­
braries of the extent of the preservation problem 
for W estern European m aterials which we jointly 
face, to  emphasize successful program s and tech­
niques currently in place, and to develop creative 
cooperative strategies to ensure th a t all materials in 
need of preservation will receive it w ith in  an orga­
nized inter-institutional fram ew ork.” Spohrer will 
visit four im portant western European libraries to 
observe and film conservation activities, including 
special preservation practices.

“Preservation is a topic of crucial concern, and 
the focus of this project on W estern Europe is a use­
ful exploration of issues th a t arose during the W est­
ern European Specialist Section’s Florence Confer­
ence last y e a r ,” said  A ssunta P isani, associate 
librarian  for collection developm ent at H arvard 
University, and chair of the aw ard  jury.

Spohrer is th e  lib rarian  for G erm anic collec­
tions, com parative literature, medieval L atin  and 
m odern Greek a t the  U niversity of C alifornia, 
Berkeley. He has a broad linguistic background 
th a t includes fluency in G erm an, English, and 
F rench , and  a know ledge of R ussian, D utch , 
Latin , Greek, Norwegian, Swedish, Danish, and 
F risian . H e has review ed num erous books for 
Choice m agazine and served as the editor for the 
sections on G erm an  h isto ry  an d  G erm an  and 
D utch literature for Books fo r  College Libraries, 
3d edition. Spohrer has a m aster’s degree in com­
parative literature and is completing his disserta­
tion on m edieval G erm an literature at the Univer­
sity of California, Berkeley. H e received his MLS 
from Louisiana State University.

The Nijhoff grant is given annually to an ALA 
m em ber to study some aspect of West European 
studies, librarianship, or the book trade. The pri­
m ary criterion for aw arding the  grant is the signifi­
cance and utility of the proposed project as a  con­
tr ib u t io n  to  th e  s tu d y  of th e  acq u is itio n , 
organization or use of library m aterials from or re­
lating to W estern Europe. A research report suit­
able for publication must be subm itted to ACRL 
w ithin six months of completing the  trip. The first
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grant went to Frederick Lynden in 1986 for his 
project, “Price Indexes of European and Academic 
L ibrary M aterials.” The second award went to Mi­

chael Albin in 1987 for a project on “Refugee and 
Exile Publishing in W estern E urope.” The award 
was not given in 1988. ■  ■
