Court froze the National Science
Foundation’s (NSF) use of $23 million in
funds collected by Network Solutions
through fees for domain name registration.
A lawsuit has been filed challenging the fees
as an unlegislated tax. The judge, while not
deciding on the case itself, has ruled that
there is enough merit in the charge to war-
rant freezing the money in dispute. NGI is
affected because those funds were desig-
nated by congressional appropriations to be
used for NSF's NGI activities, The $23 mil-
lion was 512 million above the original NSF
request, and, therefore, represents lost op-
portunity. Unless the agency can reallocate
funds, however, the loss of the other §11
million will cut sharply into the base fund-
ing for networking at the agency.
