(ALA, 1979, $5). This small volume prints several
ALA committee statements: guidelines for formu-
lation of collection development policies; evalua-
tion of the effectiveness of library collections; re-
view of library collections; and allocation of li-
brary materials budgets. Appendixes include a
breakdown of the LC classification for use in the
national shelflist count and descriptions of, and
citations to, selected formulas for book fund allo-
cation.

« The University of Pittsburgh study by Allen
Kent and his associates entitled Use of Library
Materials, recently published by Marcel Dekker
and reviewed in the November 1979 C&RL, has
elicited a response from the Senate Library
Committee at Pitt: Report on the Study of Li-
brary Use at Pitt by Professor Allen Kent, et al.
The report criticizes the study for a variety of
reasons and concludes that it presents “a clear
threat and a present danger.” It urges that “uni-
versity administrators and librarians not be influ-
enced by the unfounded criticisms and unwar-
ranted recommendations expressed so forcibly by
Professor Kent and his associates.” The report is
to be made available through the ERIC system.
