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data  m ay have strong im pact on how funds are al­
lo c a te d  fo r co lle c tio n  d e v e lo p m e n t. C ross- 
disciplinary use is m uch m ore extensive than  w ould 
be assumed from citation studies, supporting argu­
m ents against the balkanization of library  service. 
Metz also shows th a t specialists and readers from 
outside fields use subject literatures quite differ­
ently, suggesting th a t fund allocation schemes in 
academ ic libraries m ay encourage the building of 
collections th a t are of lim ited general use.

•  Understanding Accreditation, by K enneth E .
Young, Charles M. Cham bers and H .R . Kells & 
Associates (Jossey-Bass Inc., 1983), is an attem pt to 
fill the need for a comprehensive guide to accredi­
ta tio n  in postsecondary education . The authors 
provide inform ation on goals, policies and proce­
dures of accreditation; responsibilities and rights of 
institutions under review; functions of accrediting 
bodies; constituencies served; and problem s th re a t­
ening the integrity of the entire accreditation sys­

tem . The book also includes recom m endations for 
im proving current practices and responding to fu­
tu re  challenges.

• A uthor W illiam  Saffady, in Introduction to
Autom ation fo r  Librarians (ALA, 1983) attem pts to 
provide library  and inform ation science specialists 
w ith  a com prehensive survey of availab le com ­
p u te r technology in an accessible, nontechnical 
m anner. P art one of the book explains how com ­
puters process and store inform ation. P art tw o dis­
cusses those library  applications for w hich there is 
specific hardw are. Separate chapters cover circu­
lation, cataloging, reference, and acquisition and 
serials control. The discussions are preceded by an 
analysis of each of these activities in order to clarify 
the system atization of the particu lar autom ated 
processes th a t have been introduced. The book’s in­
ten t is to be useful in lib rary  and inform ation sci­
ence courses, continuing education program s, and 
as a reference source for w orking professionals. ■  ■
