bership Committee. The report included recom-
mendations for an ACRL poster, a membership
campaign brochure, a renewal letter, a mailing to
prospective members, and a new member meet-
ing at Annual Conference.

Second ACRL National Conference

Virgil F. Massman, chair of the steering com-
mittee that is planning ACRL’s Second National
Conference, informed the board that the confer-
ence would take place September 30-October 3,
1981, in Minneapolis, and that the committee
was thinking of a format of contributed papers
similar to the one used at the Boston conference.

Sections

The Anthropology Section recommended that
ACRL create a council of representatives of

"types of activity” sections. This council would
nominate persons for election at large to one of
the seats on the ACRL Board of Directors. The
board gave its preliminary approval to the An-
thropology Section’s proposal and will consider it
again at the Midwinter Meeting.

Standards

The board endorsed the recommendation of
the Standards and Accreditation Committee that
“An Evaluative Checklist for Reviewing a College
Library Program” be adopted as a supplement to
“Standards for College Libraries.”
