Rutgers offers preservation institute
The Professional Development Studies pro-
gram of the School of Communication, Infor-
mation and Library Studies at Rutgers Univer-
sity is offering a three-session Preservation
Management Institute as a continuing educa-
tion opportunity. Participants will attend 13
days of classes during one year. Sessions will
be held November 16-20, 1998, April 14-16,
1999, and September 27-October 1, 1999, in
East Brunswick, NewJersey. Between sessions,
participants will develop preservation man-
agement and disaster plans specifically de-
signed for the institutions where they work.
Evelyn Frangakis of the National Agricul-
tural Library is the institute’s director and other
faculty includes: Meg Bellinger, Preservation
Resources, Inc.; Mindell Dubansky, Metropoli-
tan Museum of Art; Debra Hess Norris, Uni-

CCAHA publishes brochure on
salvage of photographs

The Conservation Center for Art and Historic
Artifacts (CCAHA) has published Disaster Re-
covery: Salvaging Photograph Collections by
Debra Hess Norris, director of the Winterthur/
University of Delaware Program in Art Con-
servation. This six-page brochure details re-
covery options, special considerations and
salvage priorities, initial steps before salvage
begins, and recommendations for air drying
or freezing photographs that have suffered
water damage. There is also a chart indicating
which salvage method is appropriate for each
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ofthe 24 different photographic processes. Al-
though primarily devoted to the salvage of
photographs damaged by water, it also men-
tions damage from smoke and soot. Copies
