The Encyclopedia of Strange and Un-

explained Physical Phenomena, by Jerome
Clark (395 pages, May 1993), describes and cataly
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a wide range of scientific anomalies—
events, behavior, conditions, or discoveries that
do not conform to prevailing world-views. Many
of these anomalies are observations of animals
as yet unknown to science (bigfoot, sea ser-
pents) or the survival of extinct species into
modern times (pterosaurs, living dinosaurs).
Other anomalies should be familiar to most
readers (UFOs, the Bermuda Triangle, crop
circles), but the treatment given them by the
author is refreshingly sober, with little evidence
of either uncritical acceptance or smug disbe-
lief. Some of the topics have received minimal
treatment in mainstream literature, although
they are sufficiently puzzling to warrant scien-
tific attention: entombed animals, phantom at-
tackers, merfolk, ice falls, anomalous clouds,
and pwdre ser (a Welsh phrase for falls of ge-
latinous material from the sky). The volume
features many illustrations, a generous index,
and bibliographies for each topic.

The International Military and Defense
Encyclopedia, editor-in-chiefTrevor N. Dupuy
(6 vols., January 1993), supplements eight dif-
ferent academic curricula— not merely military
science and history, but also sociology, politi-
cal science, law, engineering, psychology, and
operations research. Unlike other military en-
cyclopedias that are restricted to discussions of
wars, battles, dates, and weapons, this set ex-
amines much broader issues in 785 signed, ar
ticle-length essays which offer a multidiscipli-
nary perspective and a profusion of technical
detail. For example, the entries for specific
countries focus on contemporary military ca-
pabilities, including current political policies and
concerns, strategic problems, military assistance
and alliances, defense industries, quantitative
summaries of all branches of the armed forces,
and informed speculation on future defense
problems and priorities.

Other major subjects (and selected articles)
include aerospace forces and warfare, combat
theory and operations, leadership, armed forces
and society, land forces, logistics, personnel,
materiel, naval force, technology, theory, in-
ternational policy, law, and intelligence. There
are also biographies of major military figures
and articles on selected conflicts.

Supplemented by a comprehensive index,
bibliographies attached to each article, and more
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than 600 illustrations, charts, graphs and pho-
tos, this encyclopedia is essential for large ref-
erence collections and a welcome addition to
any library that can afford it.

The au-
thor emphasizes American resistance to nuclear
proliferation, especially within the scientific
community and in popular culture. Specific
chapters deal with the history of the early arms
race, the discovery of the effects of radiation
and fallout, civil defense, nuclear power plants,
and arms treaties. It's a fascinating exercise to
contrast the exuberant hopes of 1945 with the
cynicism of the 1980s towards atomic power.
