Lawrence M. Rudner at the University o f  M aryland D epartm ent o f M easurem ent, 
Statistics and Evaluation has developed a procedure for estimating usage statistics for 
databases distributed through miscellaneous public and private organizations. Applying 
this m ethodology to the ERIC (Educational Resources Information Center) database, 
Rudner m akes a “conservative estimate” that the ERIC database of over one million 
records is searched 7,225,000 times per month, o r 86 million times per year.
