The National Task Force on Emergency Re-
sponse has created a Web site, which fea-
tures information about salvaging water-
damaged cultural materials.

ISO 9706 reapproved

The International Organization for Standard-
ization has reapproved its standard for per-
manent paper, 1SO 9706: 1994: Information
and Documentation-Paper for Documents-
Requirements for Permanence. 1SO standards
must be reviewed every five years and either
reapproved, withdrawn completely, or with-
drawn for technical revision.

Fourteen countries voted, ten for
reapproval (Australia, Denmark, Czech Re-
public, France, ltaly, Japan, Norway, South
Africa, Sweden, and the United States), three
for technical revision (Canada, Finland and
Germany), and one abstained (the Nether-
lands).

There was no agreement among the three
countries voting for revision on what those
revisions should be. Canada and Germany
commented that the results of the new re-
search on lignin in paper should be incorpo-
rated into the standard, making it less restric-
tive. Finland commented that the standard
does not include criteria for folding endur-
ance and that 1ISO 9706 should be combined
with 1SO 11108, which sets the standard for
archival paper.
