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NCES releases academ ic library data  
The National Center for Education Statistics 
has released a new report based on aca­
demic library data collected in fall 2000. The 
report, E.D. TAB: Academic Libraries: 2000, 
is based on information from the 2000 Aca­
demic Libraries Survey. The tables in the 
report summarize library services, staff, col­
lections, and expenditures for libraries in 
degree-granting post-secondary institutions 
in the 50 states and the District of Columbia.

The 
board can be consulted by KAP at any time 
and will hold two yearly meetings.

N YPL offers high-speed  
w ireless access
The New York Public Library 
(NYPL) has introduced free high­
speed wireless Web access for 
laptops at 53 NYPL branches in 
the Bronx and Manhattan. Patrons 
b rin g in g  in th e ir  w ire le ss -  
equipped laptops will have ac­
cess to the entire range of full- 
text databases normally accessible 
from the library’s own com put­
ers, in addition to access to the 
Internet. The high-speed wireless 
connections are available at all 
times the libraries are open. A

brochure explaining how to make the con­
nection is available at each enabled branch. 
All 34 B ronx b ran c h e s  are  w ire less- 
equipped, as well as 19 libraries in Manhat­
tan, including the Schomburg Center for 
Research in Black Culture.

Indiana U niversity unveils photo  
collection
The Indiana University (IU) Digital Library 
Program has unveiled a digital collection of 
14,500 color images of everyday life in the 
middle of the 20th century. Taken by ama­
teur photographer Charles Weever Cushman 
between 1938 and 1969, the images docu­
ment a cross-section of American and in­
ternational subjects, from inner-city store­
fronts and industrial landscapes to candid 
portraits and botanical studies.

D eteriorating  color on som e of the 
slides led IU’s digital image specialists to 
consult with experts at the University of 
Basel in Switzerland, who recreated math­
ematically what the dyes on the slide might 
have looked like at the time of processing. 
This allowed specialists to color-correct 
about 250 of the images. This technology will 
also guide future digital image projects in 
the United States. The collection, which is 
part of the Indiana University Archives, can be 
viewed at www.dlib.indiana.edu/collections/ 
cushman.

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Sch le sin ge r Library prepares fo r  
renovation
The Arthur and Elizabeth Schlesinger Library 
on the History of Women in America at the 
Radcliffe Institute for Advanced Study is pre­
paring for major renovations in 2004. As 
part of the process, the library will be closed 
to all users from January 19 to February 9, 
2004. During this time, library services will 
move to Agassiz House in Radcliffe Yard. 
Access to collections will resume on a lim­
ited basis beginning February 10. Renova­
tions to Schlesinger Library are expected to 
be completed in fall 2004. For the duration 
o f the renovation project, m ost of the 
library’s holdings will be in the Harvard 
Depository; advance notice will be required 
to access materials. An interim reading room 
will be open by appointment only.

The database allows graduate students 
within six months of graduating from an 
MLS program, or within six months of com­
pleting a post-MLS residency or fellowship 
program, to post their résumés at no cost.

In addition, 720 new biographies, 
which are not in any Thomson Gale print 
source have been created to provide infor­
mation on high-profile individuals currently 
in the news. The Biography Resource Cen­
ter contains narrative and thumbnail biog­
raphies, full-text magazine articles, Web sites 
that highlight and amplify an individual’s 
life and works, and a research guide.

ILCSO increases m em bership by 48 
percent
After maintaining a steady level of mem­
bership for several years, the Illinois Library 
Computer Systems Organization (ILCSO) has 
increased its membership by 48 percent in 
less than 12 months. ILCSO admitted 12 
members in December 2002 and nine in 
November 2003, expanding from 44 to 65 
member institutions.

The nine members admitted in 2003 
are Eureka College, Heartland Community 
College, Illinois Central College, John Wood 
Community College, Northern Baptist Theo­
logical Seminary, Parkland College, 
Quincy University, Sauk Valley Com­
munity College, and William Rainey 
Harper College.
