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Continuing Education— VI
Editor’s note: Julie Blume is currently reference 
librarian and coordinator o f  user education at 
the Health Sciences Library, University o f North 
Carolina, Chapel Hill.

Earlier articles in this column have dealt with 
continuing education on a conceptual level, and 
with ACRL’s present and planned involvement. 
But ACRL is not alone in assuming a responsibil­
ity for helping m em bers m eet their lifelong learn­
ing goals. Many o ther professional associations 
have taken an active role in the professional de­
velopm ent of their members. In this column, we 
will highlight some of their activities.

Every association offers continuing education to 
its m em bers through its general meetings. Many 
offer preconferences, workshops, or short courses 
in conjunction with meetings to provide more in­
tensive learning experiences. An outgrow th of 
this is the “traveling” workshop, in which a suc­
cessful program is presented at a num ber of loca­
tions, e ither predeterm ined or on dem and; the 
Medical Library Association (MLA), Southwest­
ern Library Association (SWLA), and Association 
of R esearch  L ib ra rie s  (ARL) all have w ell- 
es tab lished  program s of th is sort. ALA and  a 
num ber of state library associations are packaging 
p o p u la r  w orkshops and m ee tin g s  by m aking  
audio- or videotapes of them available for loan or 
sale. C LEN E presently cosponsors a home-study 
c o rre sp o n d e n c e  co u rse . In c re asin g ly , o th e r  
groups—including MLA, SWLA, and the Ameri­
can Association of Law L ibraries (AALL)— are 
considering these individualized formats as a way 
to b ring  C E  to their m ore isolated m em bers, 
Telephone “talk-back” networks are yet another 
delivery m echanism  being used successfully. A 
num ber of associations lend or sell other materials 
to assis t m em b ers  in th e ir  own p ro fessional 
growth: MLA’s syllabi, ARL's m anagem ent films, 
and the Educational Film L ibrary Associations 
administration packets are a few examples.

Some of the less traditional ways in which as­
sociations are working in continuing education in­
clude the following: several sta te and regional 
groups arrange brief ' job  exchanges” betw een 
m em bers, and a growing num ber now provide 
small grants to help finance attendance at pro­
grams SWLA plans to develop self-assessm ent 
m ate ria ls  to allow  in d iv id u a ls  to d e te rm in e  
reliably and systematically which are their top- 
priority CE needs. And a few groups—primarily 
those w here the education function is adm inis­
tered  by headquarters staff, so far—offer indi­
vidual or institutional consultations as a way to 
identify and meet learning needs.

As the num ber of groups providing continuing 
education grows, so does the need to coordinate 
activities and disseminate news of what is avail­
ab le . C L E N E ’s C o n tin u in g  E d u ca tio n  C o m ­
municator (and its annual directory) is the most 
com prehensive CE alerting service for librarians, 
bu t m any o th e r  associations (inc lud ing  ALA, 
SLA, SWLA, MLA, and now ACRL) regularly 
include short notices of upcoming program s of 
interest to members in their new sletters or jour­
nals.

A final note: too often we view ourselves only 
as academic librarians, and therefore as members 
only of ACRL; consequently we remain unaware 
of the excellent opportunities for C E  developed 
and offered by o ther associations. However, we 
share many needs and concerns— we have all 
been affected by technological advances, for in­
stance. If we look around, we may find o ther as­
sociations' programs to be just as valuable as our 
own, and possibly more conveniently located or 
scheduled, or more reasonably priced. So keep 
your eyes and ears open!—Julie Blume, ACRL

Northeastern Illinois University 
— New Library Building

On Septem ber 7, 1977, N ortheastern  Illinois 
University, located on Chicago’s northw est side, 
opened its new library building in tim e to pro­
vide lib rary  serv ices for its fall trim este r. T he 
m ove in to  th e  new  bu ild ing  had begun th re e  
weeks earlier on August 15, shortly before the 
end of the sum m er trim ester. Reserve services 
w ere m aintained in the old building until the end 
of the academic session, and reference services 
rem ained available via telephone throughout the 
move.

The en tire collection and most of the  staff and 
equ ipm ent w ere actually moved from the old to 
the new building in only two w eeks through a 
contract with L ibrary Relocation C onsultants of 
Bloomington, Indiana. However, moving compact

shelving and relocating some o ther shelving and 
furniture took a few days more.

T he new  lib rary  is d esigned  to p rov ide  th e  
10,000 students who attend N ortheastern Illinois 
University, its faculty, and staff with a facility that 
makes use of library collections and services as 
easy  as p o ss ib le . F o u r o f th e  five floors a re  
planned with a service desk located adjacent to 
the main entrance o f the floors. Each floor also 
houses som e portion of the collection arranged on 
o pen  sh e lv es , in te r sp e r s e d  w ith  co m fo rtab le  
study areas.

The new  building has 149,815 gross square feet 
d istributed over the five floors. Seating capacity 
is 1,505 distributed among various types of seat­
ing , in c lu d in g  fo u r-p lace  tab le s , lo u n g e -ty p e
