L e e , dean of library services and pro­
fessor of library science a t Indiana State U niver­
sity, has been  appo in ted  d irec to r of university  
lib ra ries  an d  professor 
o f  b ib lio g rap h y  a t the  
U n iv e rs ity  o f O k laho­
ma. Lee will assum e his 
new position Septem ber 
1.

A n a tiv e  o f  T aeg u ,
K o rea , M r. L ee  r e ­
ceived a B.A. in politi­
cal science from Bowl­
in g  G re e n  S ta te  U n i­
v e rs i ty  in 1961, an 
M .A . in  p o litic a l sc i­
ence from the  U niver­
sity of Toledo in 1964, Sul H. Lee
and an M.A. in library 
science from the University of Michigan in 1966. 
H e has done postgraduate study in international 
relations at Michigan State University. H e began 
his library career as a reference librarian in the 
Toledo Public Library, w here he becam e assistant 
head of the  Science and Technology D epartm ent.

In 1967-68, he worked in private industry as a 
supervisor of inform ation analysts w ith Owens- 
Illinois, In c ., Toledo, O hio, and from 1968 to 
1970 was m anager of library systems and later di­
rector o f the C en te r for Library and Inform ation 
Systems at the  University of Toledo. In 1970 he 
was appointed  associate d irecto r of the  library, 
E aste rn  M ichigan U niversity  a t Y psilanti, and 
served  as acting  d irec to r in 1972-73. Mr. Lee 
joined th e  U niversity of Rochester in 1973 as as­
sociate d irector of libraries w here he also chaired 
a study team  for the Association of Research Li­
braries’ M anagem ent Review and Analysis Pro­
gram (MRAP). In 1975 he becam e dean of library 
services at Indiana S tate U niversity , w here he 
has rem ained until accepting the  position at the 
University o f Oklahoma.

Lee has been  active as a teacher, consultant, 
and partic ipan t in professional associations. H e 
has served on the  faculties o f the University of 
Toledo, the  University of Michigan, and Central 
Michigan University. Mr. Lee was a visiting asso­
ciate professor of library science at the  School of 
Library Science, U niversity o f M ichigan at Ann 
Arbor, from 1969 to 1973. His experience as a li­
brary consultant includes assignm ents in the  U.S. 
and abroad. H e has assisted the  Universidad Na­
tional Pedro H enriquez U rena in Santo Domingo 
in the  design of new library buildings; advised in 
designing an acquisition system for the  Division 
of Biomedical Com m unications at M eharry M edical

 College, Nashville, T ennessee; and assisted 
the Information Dynamics Corporation in the  d e ­
sign of the  BIBN ET system. H e has also served 
as m anagem ent consultant for the  Division of In­
structional Resources at C en tral M ichigan Uni­
versity.

Significant professional activities with sta te , re­
gional, and national organizations are the  follow­
ing: chairm an of th e  U ser Services C om m ittee, 
the  Five Associated University L ibraries (FAUL); 
chairm an of the  Michigan chapter of the  Ameri­
can Society for Inform ation Science; chairm an of 
the  Academic Division and m em ber of the  execu­
tive board of the  Michigan L ibrary Association; 
and m em ber of the  Board of D irectors, Indiana 
C o o p e ra tiv e  L ib ra ry  S e rv ices A u th o rity  (IN ­
COLSA). Lee has also been  active in the  Am eri­
can Library Association and the Michigan Library 
Association.

L ee has p u b lish ed  w idely . H is m ost recen t 
work, Dynamics o f  L ibrary Organization: W hat 
In flu en ces C hange, is to be  p u b lish ed  by th e  
Pierian Press. H is four o ther books include Li­
brary Budgeting: Critical Challenges fo r  the Fu­
tu re  (1977), P lann ing -P rogram m ing-B udgeting  
System  (PPBS): Im plica tions fo r  L ibrary  M an­
agem ent (1973), A Challenge fo r  A cadem ic L i­
braries: How to M otivate S tudents to Use the Li­
brary  (1973), and Library O rientation  (1972). H e 
has also w ritten  a n u m b er o f book review s for 
professional journals.

T h e  N ational H u m an ities  C e n te r , R esearch  
Triangle Park, N .C ., has recently  added  an im­
portant staff m em ber. W a l t e r  A l a n  T u t t l e  will 
serve as the cen ter’s librarian.

T uttle  comes to the cen ter from the Southeast­
e rn  Baptist Theological Sem inary in W ake Forest, 
w here he has been  associate librarian.

A native of G reensboro, he holds a B.S. from 
W ake Forest University, a B .D . from the  South­
e a s te rn  B ap tis t T heo log ical S em inary , and  an 
M .L .S. from th e  U niversity of N orth Carolina at 
C hapel Hill. H e has also pursued  graduate study 
in physics a t C lem son  and in theo logy  a t th e  
U niversity of Zurich.

In addition to his work as a professional librar­
ian, T u ttle  has taught m athem atics at Campbell 
College and at W ake Technical Institu te, and he 
has been an instructor of physics at Roanoke Col­
lege. H e is a m em ber of the  American Theologi­
cal L ibrary Association, th e  N orth C arolina Li­
brary Association, is a tru stee  of the  W ake Forest 
Public Library, and has served as chairm an of the 
W ake County Public L ibrary Study Commission.

In his new position T uttle  will be in charge of 
the  National H um anities C en te r’s library opera­
tion. Im m ediately, he will consult with the  architects
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 abou t th e  layout o f  th e  cen te r’s small refe r­
ence  library and will o rd er th e  c e n te r’s reference 
collection. W hen  th e  cen te r opens, he  will assist 
scholars in locating necessary research  m aterial, 
and he  will oversee th e  daily shu ttle  service by 
w hich books will b e  delivered  to the  cen te r from 
th e  libraries at D uke U niversity, th e  U niversity  
o f N o rth  C aro lin a  a t C h a p e l H ill, an d  N o rth  
Carolina State University.

T u tt le  is m a r r ie d  to  th e  fo rm e r  B e v e rly  
Shearon and is th e  father of four sons. The T ut­
tles will continue to  live in W ake Forest.

H e n d r ik  E d e l m a n , assistant d irecto r o f C ornell 
U niversity  L ibraries since 1970, has been  nam ed 
head of Rutgers U niversity library system , effec­
tive January 1, 1979. E delm an succeeds Virginia 
P. W hitney, a longtim e R utgers librarian who re ­
tired  a year ago.

As assistant adm inistrative head  o f C ornell’s ex­
tensive library system , E delm an was responsible 
for the  past e ight years for th e  developm ent of 
th e  school’s v o lum inous co llec tio n s and  since 
1975 for the  library  system ’s long-range program  
planning. E arlier, h e  served  as university  bibliog­
rapher for th e  Joint U niversity L ibraries a t Van­
derb ilt U niversity  (1967-70) and held  posts in two 
publishing houses in th e  N etherlands (1958-65). 
Bom  in the  N etherlands, E delm an  holds a m as­
te r ’s deg ree  in library service from th e  School of

L ibrary Science o f th e  G eorge Peabody College 
for T eachers in Nashville, Tennessee.

H a r o l d  W . B i l u n g s  has been  appo in ted  d i­
recto r o f th e  G eneral L ibraries, T he U niversity  of 
Texas a t A ustin, for a tw o-year te rm  beginning 
July 1.

Billings has b een  act­
ing d irec to r  since May 
1, 1977. As associate d i­
r e c to r  o f  th e  G e n e ra l 
L ibraries from  1972 to 
1977, h e  h a d  g e n e ra l 
adm inistrative duties as 
w ell as library-w ide re ­
sp onsib ility  for collec­
tio n  d e v e lo p m e n t ef­
forts and for supervision 
o f  th e  U n d e rg ra d u a te  
L ib ra ry  a n d  sp e c ia l 
collections including the H arold  W. Billings
E u g e n e  C . B a rk e r  
Texas H istory C en te r and the  N ettie  L ee Benson 
L a tin  A m erican  C o llec tio n . H e o rg an ized  th e  
M exican Am erican L ibrary Project in 1973. Since 
his initial appo in tm ent in 1954 as a cataloger, he 
progressed  through various positions to becom e 
assistant university  librarian, a position he  held 
from 1967 to 1972.

Born near F redericksburg , Texas, in 1931 he
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received the B.A. degree in physics, m athem at­
ics, and English from Pan American U niversity 
and the M .L.S. from The University of Texas.

Active in th e  ALA/RTSD T echnical Services 
D irectors of Large Research Libraries Discussion 
G roup, he served as chairperson, 1972-73, and as 
secre tary , 1973-74. H e se rved  th e  ALA/RTSD 
C hief Collection D evelopm ent Officers of Large 
Research L ibraries Discussion G roup as secretary 
in 1973-74 and 1974-75. Billings is secre ta ry , 
Board of T ru s tees  o f th e  L ittle fie ld  F u n d  for 
Southern History; is secretary of the Texas State 
Board of L ibrary Examiners; served on the Plan­
ning Com m ittee on new  UT system libraries; and 
has been a frequen t com m ittee m em ber of the 
Texas Council of State University Librarians. H e 
currently  serves on the editorial board of The L i­
brary Chronicle.

In addition to his library work, Billings is the 
ed itor of: Edward D ahlberg’s The Leafless A m eri­
can (Sausalito, Calif.: R. Beacham, 1967); E dw ard  
Dahlberg: Am erican Ishm ael o f  Letters  (Austin: 
R. Beacham, 1968); com piler of A Bibliography o f  
E dw ard Dahlberg  (Austin: H um anities Research 
C e n te r , 1971); and  a u th o r o f A C ollection  on 
Texas and the American W est. A Prospectus (Aus­
tin: Board of Regents, U niversity of Texas Sys­

tem , 1977). Billings was author of “In troduction” 
and editor of Edw ard D ahlberg’s Bottom  Dogs, 
From Flushing to Calvary, Those W ho Perish and  
H ith er to  U npub lished  a n d  U ncollected  W orks  
(New York: T. Y. Crowell Co., 1976; paper, New 
York: M inerva Press, 1976). A num ber of his con­
tributions have appeared  in library and literary 
journals.

He is a m em ber of various professional associa­
tions and is represen ted  in A Biographical Direc­
to ry  o f  L ib ra r ia n s  in th e  U n ited  S ta te s  a n d  
Canada, 5th ed .; The W riters D irectory, 2d ed.;

H e held th ree adm inistrative positions in 
eight years w ith the  U niversity  of Chicago Li­
brary and was associate d irector for general se r­
vices when he left for Missouri in 1975. H e also 
had special responsibility for developm ent of au­
tom ated circulation systems and has published ar­
ticles on that work. At the University o f Missouri, 
Miller is responsible for all planning, budgeting, 
and adm inistration of the  University Libraries.

Form er treasurer of the Missouri Library As­
sociation, he serves on its Task Force on a State 
Library Network. H e is p resident o f the St. Louis 
Regional Library Network and of the  Norm andy 
Historical Association, chairperson of the L earn­
ing Resources Council of the  H igher Education 
Coordinating Council of M etropolitan St. Louis, 
and  a m e m b e r  o f  th e  M issouri S ta te  L ib rary  
Network Board. H e also serves on academic gov­
erning bodies at the  university.

H e and his wife, E llen, have six children.

from the  post he had held since 1971. Sparks will 
co n tin u e  at N o tre  D am e as a m em b er o f th e  
library faculty.
