North Carolina State University (NCSU)
has received a $4,000 gift from Ford Mo­
tor Company to pilot an internship pro­
gram beginning this fall. The libraries will 
select a NCSU engineering student to learn 
firsthand how information technology is 
applied to libraries and information sys­
tems. Library administrators hope the in­
te rn sh ip  w ill e n c o u ra g e  e n g in e e r in g  
librarianship as an alternative career path 
for engineers. Schw arzw alder from the 
Ford Motor Company said, “This partner­
ship will provide students with experience 
with cutting-edge information technologies 
and exposure to the applications in the 
university and corporate environm ents.” 
The intern will work ten hours per week 
for the NCSU Libraries. During the sum ­
mer, the intern will work full-time at the 
Ford corporate library in Dearborn, Michi­
gan, w here transportation, lodging, and a 
professional-level stipend will be paid by 
the Ford Motor Company Fund. If the pi­
lot program is successful, the libraries plan 
to expand it during the 2001-02 academic 
year.

New School University has been awarded
a second  grant by the G ladys Krieble 
Delmas Foundation. The award of $10,000 
to the Harry Scherman Library, Mannes 
College of Music (a division of the Univer­
sity) continues to support cataloging, pre­
serving, and making accessible cham ber 
music scores and individual instrumental 
parts from the gift of the late Arthur Cohn.

New York University (NYU) has received
th ree gifts. The Elmer and M am douha 
Bobst Eoundation gave a gift of $272,000, 
bringing the M amdouha Bobst Book En­
dow m ent Fund to $3 million. Bobst is the 
widow of Elmer Holmes Bobst, whose ini­
tial gift enabled the creation of the NYU 
Bobst Library, the central library in the

NYU system . The M acD onald-Peterson 
Foundation has donated  $62,000 to the 
NYU Libraries: $50,000 for online tutori­
als, aimed at developing library research 
skills and $12,000 for the developm ent of 
the French collection. A further gift from 
the Sharon Lee MacDonald Charitable Trust 
is earm arked for the Asian, African, and 
French collections.

Wayne State University has received a
$300,000 gift from the Ford Motor Com­
pany Fund. The gift, which will be given 
over a period of five years, will enable 
the Adamany Undergraduate Library to add 
10,000 volumes to its book collection. The 
library currently has approxim ately 30,000 
volumes in its collection and is working 
toward a goal of 100,000 volumes. Robert

Colum bia University has received a
$20,000 grant from the Gladys Krieble 
Delmas Foundation to digitize data from 
the Avery Index  to Architectural Periodi­
cals. Director of Avery, Angela Giral, said, 
“The funds will allow us to com plete the 
addition to the online index of the equiva­
lent of ten years of production in a single 
year, w hich will practically double the 
n u m b er of reco rds availab le  to users 
through remote access.” The project will 
add approxim ately 150,000 periodical ci­
tations to the database from Avery’s card 
file (1934-76). The index is available in 
massive paper volumes and CD-ROM for­
mats. Only data from 1977 to present, 
which includes approxim ately 1,000 jour­
nals with more than 219,000 online cita­
tions updated daily, is currently available 
online through the Research Libraries In­
formation Network.
