She taught in the library science pro­
gram  at Em ory U n iv ersity  b e fo re  her 
appointment at URI. Active in ALA, Futas served 
on the Council and the Executive Board and 
was involved in many ALA activities including 
the Social Responsibilities Round Table and the 
Feminist Task Force. She was past editor of RQ 
and the author of several books and numerous 
articles. At the ALA conference in Philadelphia 
Futas was chosen to receive the Beta Phi Mu 
Award for distinguished service to education 
for librarianship.

Miss Roy Land, professor emeritus and 47-year 
veteran of the University of Virginia (UV) Li­
brary, died last October. Land worked in circu­
lation at UV from 1930 until her retirement in 
1977. Active in the profession, Land served as 
president o f the Virginia Library Association, 
treasurer and board member o f the Southeast­
ern Library Association, secretary of ACRL’s Uni­
versity Library Section, and ALA Council mem­
ber.

William Andrew Moffett, director of the Hun­
tington Library in San Marino, California, died
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February 20 after a two-year battle with cancer. demic or Research Librarian o f the Year in 1993. 
That same year he received ALA’s Immroth Me­
morial Award for Intellectual Freedom, the Spe­
cial Libraries Association’s Professional Librar­
ian of 1993 Award, and an honorary doctor of 
laws degree from the SUNY/Potsdam. The 
Simmons College Graduate School o f Library 
and Information Science gave Moffett its Alumni 
Achievement Award in 1994.

Moffett is probably best known, profession­
ally, for giving access to the Huntington's pho­
tographic archive o f the Dead Sea Scrolls to 
qualified scholars in 1991, breaking the 40-year 
scholarly monopoly on Scrolls study. At the time 
Moffett said, “W hen you free the Scrolls ýou 

 free the scholars. Opening access to the Dead 
 Sea Scrolls is an affirmation o f the mission of 
 research libraries: not merely to store and pre­

serve information, but to make it available in 
as free and unfrettered a way as possible.”

 Elma Cole Pamplin, who retired from the Cen­
tral Intelligence Agency (CIA) as a reference 

 librarian in 1976, died in January at the age of 
 79. She held many jobs before joining the CIA 

in 1953, where she also worked as an intelli­
gence analyst.

He was 62. A native o f Charlotte, North Caro­
lina, Moffett received his 
undergraduate degree 
from Davidson College, 
his M.A. and Ph.D. in his­
tory from Duke Univer­
sity, and his MLS from 
Simmons College. Before 
joining the Huntington, 
he served as assistant 
professor o f history at 
Alma College (1964– 68) 
and at the University of WUlíam A. Moffett
Massachusetts (1968–74), 
director o f libraries for the State University of
New York/College at Potsdam (1974– 79), and
the Azariah Smith Root director o f libraries at
Oberlin College (1979– 90).

Moffett was an active member of ALA’s Com­
mittee on Intellectual Freedom, the Duke Uni­
versity Libraries Board o f Advisors, and the
UCLA Graduate School o f Library and Informa­
tion Sciences Advisory Committee. He was also
active in ACRL, serving as its president from
1989 to 1990. The recipient o f many profes­
sional honors, Moffett was named ACRL’s Aca­
