cau s in g  the dea th s o f 
about one million people 

and resulting in the mass 
exodus of some two m il­
lion others, m ostly to North America. 

Donnelly reviews the nationalist and revi­
s io n is t in te rp re ta tio n s o f the fam ine, 

England’s inadequate attempts to provide 
relief, the forced eviction of thousands of 
Irish tenant farmers from their homes, the 

diseases that ravaged the countryside as a 
result of poverty and starvation, and the 
complex reasons why the British govern­
ment could allow such a tragedy to occur 
in its backyard. $29-95.

The Holy Grail: The Legend, the History, 
the  Evidence, by Justin E. Griffin (157
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pages, Ju ly  2001), looks at the evidence 
for the Grail as a physical relic instead o f a 
mythic symbol. A llegedly the cup used by 
Jesus at the Last Supper, the Grail has been 
the focal point o f legends involving King 
Arthur and the mysterious visit of Joseph 
of Arimathea to Glastonbury after the cru­
cifixion. Griffin covers considerable ground 
in a short time as he examines relevant 

in fo rm a tio n  abou t the 
New Testament, medieval 
G ra il rom ance s , G la s ­

to n b u ry  A bbey , the 
Knights Templar, the Tarot 
d eck , the  Sp ea r o f 
Longinus, and all the cred­

ible contenders for the sa­
cred vessel. He concludes 
that several artifacts are in­
volved, among them the 

Santo Cáliz o f Valencia 
and the N an teos Cup.

Libraries and Librar- 
ian sh ip  in In d ia , by
Jashu Patel and Krishan 
Kumar (270 pages, March

2001), provides a detailed description of 
the development of libraries and the state 
of librarianship in India. Especially relevant 

are the two chapters on academic libraries 
and bibliographic control and services. The 
authors contend that Indian university li­
braries have not succeeded in setting up 
sound collection development policies, 
establishing a wide range of services, or 
installing automated systems. The history 
of the country’s professional associations 
and library schools is also interesting as a 
comparison to developments in the United 
States and elsewhere. $74.95.

Mexican Phoenix, by David A. Brading 
(444 pages, Ju ly  2001), examines the sig­
nificance of the devotion to Our Lady of
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Guadalupe in the history of the Mexican 
church from 1531 to the present. Brading 
details how the Guadalupe tradition has 
survived and gained strength in the face 
of political and theological setbacks— not 
the least of which are modern doubts about 

the historicity of the apparition narrative 
and the authenticity of the image on Juan 
D iego’s t i lm a .  The real miracle is how one 
religious icon has been transformed into a 
cement that has unified Mexico both spiri­

Microbes and People: An A-Z of Micro­
organism s in Our Lives, by Neeraja 
Sankaran (297 pages, March 2001), con­
tains more than 750 entries explaining in 
plain language the viruses, bacteria, fungi, 
protozoa, and cells that are relevant to 
public health. Infectious diseases are cer­
tainly a focus, but the role o f m icrobiol­
ogy in industry, food technology, and the 
environment are also considered. Supple­

mented w ith many photos, tables, and 
maps, this book provides a good first stop

for looking up microbes from A c e t o b a c t e r  
to zygotes. $55.00.

Networking Neighborhoods, by Erik Van 
Hove (148 pages, Ju ly  2001), examines the 
links between the concept of neighbor­
hoods within large urban centers and the 
persistence of urban poverty. The founder 
of the Neighborhood Development Agency 
in Antwerp, Belgium, that has succeeded 
with some unconventional city planning, 
Van Hove proposes a more efficient glo­
bal network o f urban centers to replace 
the current system of sovereign nation­
states. An interesting, alternative take on 
urban sociology. $9-95- University of South 
Carolina.

Parallax: The Race to  Measure the Cos­
mos, by Alan W. Hirshfeld (314 pages, May 
2001), tells the fascinating story of astrono­
mers’ attempts over 2,000 years to mea­
sure the distance from the earth to the stars 

by detecting stellar parallax—the apparent 
shift in a star’s position when viewed from
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opposite ends o f the earth ’s orbit. But this 

is not a static tale of instruments and dry 

calculations; H irshfeld brings the pioneers 

o f parallax to life, portraying them as en­

thusiastic innovators w ith human flaws and 

aspirations. Today we take for granted that 
the stars are m illions of m iles away, but 

reaching that conclusion and proving it was 

no simple task. $23.95.

Topics 

include black politicians in Reconstruction

South Carolina, black policemen in New Or­

leans, black cowboys and convicts, black law­

yers and physicians in the New South, black 

soldiers in the Spanish-American War, and the 

real man behind the legendary Stagger Lee.
