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Remembering John C. Tyson (1 9 5 1 -1 9 9 5 )

John C. Tyson, state li­
brarian of Virginia from
1990-1994, died in No­
vember after a brief ill­
ness. He was 44. At the

time of his death, Tyson was an associate pro­
fessor at the Graduate School of Information
Sciences at the University of Tennessee, Knox­
ville. He also was president of John Tyson
and Associates, a library management con­
sulting firm specializing in human resource
development. Before his appointment as
Virginia’s state librarian, Tyson served as uni­
versity librarian at the University of Richmond
(1986-1990), and associate professor and as­
