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CALL FOR PAPERS

The ACRL College Libraries Section (CLS) 
will sponsor a p rogram  e n title d , “ Periodical 
Selection in College Libraries: Reports of Prac­
titioners” at the 1983 Annual Conference of the 
A m erican L ibrary  Association. The tw o-hour 
program will offer three or four presentations on 
the experiences that college librarians have had 
in periodical selection.

The papers should focus on and analyze peri­
odical selection in college libraries or describe 
special collection developm ent activities such as 
management information systems, use and user 
studies, faculty involvement in journal selection, 
citation analysis as a collection developm ent tool, 
or selection criteria. The presentations should 
em p hasize  w hat m akes p e rio d ica l se lec tio n  
policies/procedures/m ethodologies successful or 
treat the special problems associated with peri­
odical selection in college libraries.

Those in terested in presenting a paper should 
submit a brief summary (250-500 words) of the 
paper they would like to give. A cover sheet 
should include the title and the name, address 
and  te le p h o n e  n u m b e r  of th e  a u th o r , and  
additional pages should include only  the  title  
and summary. A notice of intention to submit a 
paper should be sent by May 15, 1982, and the 
summary should be m ailed by Septem ber 15, 
1982.

Summaries subm itted will be anonymously re ­
v iew ed , and  th re e  or fou r p a p e rs  w ill be  
selected for presentation. Selection will be made 
by January 15, 1983. Address all correspondence

The Illinois State Library has awarded a con­
tract to the Library Research C enter of the Uni­
versity of Illinois Graduate School of Library and 
Information Science for a survey of library service 
in Illinois correctional institutions.

The Illinois State Library in cooperation with 
the  S tate D ep a rtm en t of C orrections has d e ­
veloped one of the largest programs of prison li­
b rary  service in the  U nited  States. The main 
purpose of this survey is to identify the problem  
areas which have developed and to consider pos­
sible solutions for each.

The principal investigator for the study will be 
Rhea J. Rubin, a nationally known expert in this 
field. She will be assisted by Ann Puckett, on the 
staff of the Southern Illinois University Law Li­
brary, and by H erbert Goldhor, D irector of the 
Library Research C enter of the University of Illi­
nois. They will be guided by an advisory commit­
tee of six persons. The study will take a year and 
will result in a published report. ■ ■
