ACQUISITIONS

•  R a d c l i f f e  C o l l e g e , Cambridge, Massachu­
setts, has been p resen ted  with Ms. M agazine’s 
ten-year collection of “Letters to the E ditor.’ The 
letters, recognized as a docum entary history of 
women’s consciousness in the 1970s, were depos­
ited at the Schlesinger Library by Ms. editors 
Patricia Carbine and Gloria Steinem . Since its in­
ception in 1972 the magazine has received an 
overw helm ing  read e r response . The P review  
issue alone resulted in over 20,000 letters from 
women all over the country describing their life 
experience. Although nearly 100,000 letters are 
being donated to the library (and more will be 
deposited on a continuing basis), the majority will 
not yet be available to researchers. To protect the 
iden tity  of the w riters, ten  years m ust elapse 
from the tim e of writing before they are made 
public.

•  T he U n i v e r s i t y  o f  M a n i t o b a  L ib ra rie s , 
W innipeg, have been  given the  com plete  re ­
search archive of the former W innipeg Tribune 
by its  ow ner, L ord  T hom son of F le e t. T he 
Tribune  ceased publication  in sum m er, 1980, 
after n inety  years. The collection contains ten 
tons of n e w sp a p e r  c lipp ings in d ex ed  and in 
chronological order; about one million pho to­
graphs identified and dated; 10,000 books; and 
miscellaneous equipm ent.

•  The U n i v e r s i t y  o f  M i s s o u r i -C o l u m b i a  Li­
brary has received a collection of 246 Lim ited 
Editions Club titles and 92 other volumes from 
J.W . Kerr of W ilmette, Illinois. Each copy in the 
collection is in very fine or m int condition, and is

autographed by either the author or by the illus­
trator or editor. The Limited Editions Club titles 
were limited to a press run of 1,500-2,000.

GRANTS

•  The U n i v e r s i t y  o f  M a n i t o b a  L ib ra rie s , 
Winnipeg, have received a grant of $30,000 from 
the Canadian Social Sciences and Humanities Re­
search Council to purchase materials in the field 
of Arctic and Sub-Arctic cultural anthropology. 
T he aw ard  was g ran te d  u n d e r  th e  co u n c il’s 
Strengthening of Specialized Collections Program 
and will be used to acquire out of print materials 
and to augment and complement the present col­
lection.

•  The U n iv e r s it y  o f  K a n s a s , Lawrence, held a 
dedication ceremony on November 18 for its new 
Business and Economics Reading Room in Sum­
merfield Hall. The dedication honored emeritus 
professor of economics Richard S. Howey for his 
service in building the business and economics 
collections which have gained international rec­
ognition. Howey has been library representative 
for the D ep artm en t of Economics since 1930. 
D uring  th a t tim e he has am assed one of the 
largest collections of econom ics books in the 
world, a portion of which is now known as the 
Howey Collection. His new book, a Bibliography 
o f General Histories o f  Economics 1692-1975 will 
be published by the Regents Press of Kansas in 
April. ■■

DEATHS

W. C a r l  J a c k s o n , former dean of university li­
braries at Indiana University, is presumed dead 
after having been lost at sea off the coast of Spain 
in May 1981. Having sailed his yacht, the “Carla 
Mia,’’ to Ireland in 1978, he was attempting to 
recross the Atlantic.

Jackson received his MLS in 1952 from Florida

State University. He held positions of increasing 
responsibility in the libraries of the University of 
Tennessee, Iowa State University, the University 
of Iowa, the University of Minnesota, and the 
University of Colorado before becoming director 
of libraries at Pennsylvania State University in 
1966. On January 1, 1973, he became dean of 
university libraries at Indiana University, a posi­
tion he relinquished on June 30, 1980, to allow 
more time for writing, research, and teaching.

Jackson made significant contributions to the 
library profession during his career. He was a 
leader in the  founding of MARLIN and 
MIDLNET, and he led the national effort to de­
velop the Cataloging-in-Publication program now 
operated by the Library of Congress. He served 
the Am erican L ibrary Association in several 
capacities—as chair of many committees, as pres­
ident of the Resources and Technical Services 
Division, and as a member of ALA Council.

State University Libraries, Manhattan, died No­
vember 10. ■■
