This m o n th ’s 
Internet Resources colum n o n  horticulture, w ith 
information on  num erous gardening and  botany 
sites, w ill h e lp  you  tak e  full ad v an tag e  o f  th e  
season and get your garden growing.

Some grow ing things are less attractive than 
others, how ever, and  w h en  it com es to m old in 
th e  library, an  u n p lea san t crisis is a t hand . In 
“M old in the  stacks” (p. 304), Doris B row n d e ­
scribes how  DePaul University dealt with a  m old 
problem  in the library o f a  college w ith w hich it 
m erged. D eP au l’s p lan  o f  action  a llo w ed  the  
schoo l to  rescu e  a  g o o d  pa rt o f  th e  collection  
and can serve as a guideline for others.

T he N ew  Realities, N ew  R elationships co l­
um n in this issue (p . 308) focuses o n  diversity 
initiatives w ithin libraries an d  across cam puses. 
Three librarians com pare the diversity program s 
at three universities an d  w eigh in o n  the  merits 
and draw backs o f different approaches.

In T he W ay I See It, Sandra M arcus com es 
ou t in su p p o rt o f  “M ultilingualism  at th e  refer­
ence  d esk ” (p. 322), citing that it helps in terna­
tional students feel connected  w hile facilitating 
librarians’ ability to m eet their information needs.

Also in this issue is a  draft o f  “Standards 
for libraries in h igher ed u ca tio n ” from  ACRL’s 
College & Research Libraries Standards Task 
Force. T hese  standards m ark a d ep artu re  from 
the tradition o f creating separate  standards for 
com m unity  an d  junior college, college, and 
university libraries an d  represen t a com m on 
standard  for all academ ic library types. A hear­
ing on  the  standards will b e  he ld  at the  ALA 
Annual C onference, Ju n e  21, 2-A  p.m.
