Deaths
H ans Bart, former head of the Catalog Depart­
ment at the University of Arizona (AZU), Tuc­
son, died last spring. Bart left AZU in the 1970s 
to take over the Arizona State Museum’s Library 
and retired from there in the late ’80s.

D ouglas W. Bryant, director of the Harvard 
University Library emeritus, died in June at the 
age of 80. Bryant worked as a librarian at the 
University of Michigan, the Detroit Public Li­
brary, and the Burton History Library before 
World War II.
