Allan J. Dyson has retired from the University 
of California-Santa Cruz (UCSC), after 24 years 
of service as university librarian. Dyson guided a 
substantial growth in collection and staff size, as 
the campus doubled in enrollment during his ten­
ure. He oversaw the construction of the ALA/ 
ALA award-winning Science and Engineering Li­
brary, and has successfully lobbied for a $74-million

 project to expand and renovate the main li­
brary, formal planning for which will begin this 
year. He is responsible for a number o f innovative 
services, including organizing one of the first aca­
demic library multicultural outreach programs, and 
he started the library’s subject endowment pro­
gram, which has raised more than $2 million for 
library collections in the past decade. Dyson joined 
UCSC after eight years as the director o f the 
Moffìtt Undergraduate Library at UC Berkeley, 
during which time he was elected president of the 
Librarians Association of the University of Cali­
fornia. Dyson chaired the Editorial Advisory Board 
of American Libraries, edited C&RL News, served 
as chair of the Editorial Board of Choice maga­
zine, chaired committees within LAMA’s Fund-
Raising and Financial Development Section, and 
chaired the ALA Publishing Committees Grants 
Subcommittee.

Ruth K. Seidman, communications coordinator 
for the Massachusetts Institute o f  Technology 
(MIT) Libraries, has retired. She served as head 
o f M IT ’s Engineering and Science Libraries 
(1988–99) and previously held positions as direc­
tor of the Air Force Geophysics Laboratory Re­
search Library and Region I librarian for the U.S.

Bryce L. Allen, 54, retired associate professor 
in the School o f Inform ation Science and Learn­
ing Technologies at the University o f Missouri-

Columbia, has died. Prior 
to this position, he was 
library and inform ation 
science faculty member at 
the University o f Illinois 
at U rbana-C ham paign. 
Allen also held positions 
at the Regina Public Li­
brary in Saskatchewan, 
the U niversity  o f  New 
B runsw ick, and Lake-

Bryce L. A llen head University in T hun­
der Bay, Ontario. He won the 2003 Association 
for Library and Inform ation Science Education 
Award for Teaching Excellence in the Field o f  Li­
brary and Inform ation Science. His book Infor­
mation Tasks: Toward a User-Centered Approach to 
Information Systems (Academic Press, 1996) was 
selected for the 1997 ASIS Best Inform ation Sci­
ence Book Award.

Margaret Jean Lokke, retired librarian at the 
University of Illinois at Urbana-Champagne, died 
May 17, 2003. She was first employed by the UIUC 
Library (1938–39) as a student assistant in the cata­
loging department. Her first professional position 
was as assistant binding librarian (1947-55). She also 
held positions in the Ulini Union Browsing Room 
and as the assistant circulation librarian. In 1965 
Lokke was appointed the physical education librar­
ian and was promoted to associate professor in 1969.

In 1975, her title changed to applied life studies li­
brarian. Lokke retired from the university library in 
1980 with emeritus status.

Seymour Lubetzky, professor em eritus at 
UCLA, has died o f heart failure at the age o f 104. 
Lubetzky was most renowned for his prolific con­
tributions to cataloging theory and his influence 
in the development o f the “Paris Principles” and 
the 1967 Anglo-American Cataloging Rules. In 
1943 Lubetzky joined the Library o f Congress as 
a cataloger. In 1960 he became a teacher at UCLA’s 
newly formed School o f  Library Service, which 
became the Graduate School o f Education and 
Inform ation Studies. After retiring in 1967, he 
continued to consult on cataloging problems and 
speak at national and international conferences. 
Three of his best-known works, Cataloging Rules 
and Principles, Code o f  Cataloging Rules, and Prin­
ciples o f  Cataloging, are widely used in  library 
schools throughout the world. Lubetzky received 
many honors and awards during his career, includ­
ing ALA’s Honorary Membership in 2002.

Leslie Troutman, former music librarian at the 
U niversity  o f Illinois at U rbana-C ham paign  
(U IU C ) M usic Library, passed away in May. 
Troutman spent her entire career as a music librar­
ian at U IU C , where she was appointed to the 
library faculty in 1987. In her position as user ser­
vices co o rd in a to r, she 
built a national reputa­
tio n  fo r th e  M usic 
Library’s reference service, 
and she served as a men­
tor to dozens o f music li­
brarians. She held many 
positions in the Music Li­
brary Association (MLA) 
and most recently com­
pleted a term as member- Leslie Troutman
at-large (2000-02) on the 
Board of Directors. From 1993 to 1995, she was 
chair o f  the MLA Midwest Chapter. At UIUC, 
she was serving a second term on the University 
Library Faculty Executive Com mittee, and she 
chaired the faculty’s Promotion and Tenure Advi­
sory Committee (2000-01). She published articles 
in Notes (1994, 2000), Fontesartis musicae (1995), 
and Music Reference Services Qitarterly (2001), as 
well as contributions to the ALA Guide to Infor­
mation Access (1994), and Advances in Online Pub­
lic Access Catalogs (1992). ■
