Art research­
ers have always had difficulty identifying these 
initials and marks, bu t Castagno has m ade their jobs 
m uch easier. The book is divided into chapters on 
monograms and initials, symbols and oriental signa­
tures, Cyrillics, illegible signatures, alternate sur­
names, and com m on last nam e signatures. An index 
by artist provides another access point.

Septem ber 1991), com plem ents the  author’s The 
Legal Environm ent o f  International Business p u b ­
lished last year. W ritten for business students who 
may lack basic knowledge in the social sciences, the 
book gives a grand overview o f cultural consider­
ations likely to affect business relationships and 
m arketing decisions overseas. Some o f the  topics 
discussed cross-culturally are: W estern and non- 
W estem  cultures, religions, family, the  status of 
women, governm ental systems, hum an rights, eco­
nomic systems, and future cultural trends. A healthy 
dose o f historical perspective pervades each essay. 
Although the com m ents are interesting, this book is 
less useful as a  practical handbook in the  field than 
the  previous volume.

decorative art objects obtained by W estern m er­
chants in C hina during the  18th and 19th centuries. 
C ontaining 325 black-and-white and 136 color il­
lustrations, th e  book describes the technicalities o f 
trading with the Chinese and catalogs the  range and

specifics o f the  exported art. Appendices cover 
inform ation on frames and stretchers on Chinese 
paintings; the dates and ports o f all Chinese painters 
noted in the  book; illustrations o f  C hinese and 
foreign ports as depicted by the C hina trade paint­
ers; a chronological arrangem ent o f views o f C an­
ton; an illustrated panoram a o f the Pearl River from 
C anton to W ham poa; and two illustrated sets of 
trade industries (tea and porcelain).

Each entry in the directory 
provides information on program  title, sponsoring 
organization address and telephone num ber, pu r­
pose, eligibility, rem uneration, duration, special 
features, limitations, num ber o f awards, and dead­
line dates. The information is indexed by program 
title, sponsoring organization, geographic cover­
age, subject, and deadline dates. The volume lists 
the  addresses and telephone num bers o f all state 
sources o f educational benefits and describes the 60 
key directories that any individual (minority o r not) 
can use to locate additional sources o f financial 
assistance.

F o r example, the  listing for the  Sengseng 
people o f southw est New B ritain details their 
dem ography, linguistic affiliation, history and cul­
tural relations, settlem ents, economy, kinship, m ar­
riage and family customs, sociopolitical organiza­
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tion, and religious and expressive culture. The first 
volume, published in March 1991, covers North 
America; the ten-volume set will be complete in 
1993. The encyclopedia is being prepared with the 
support o f the Hum an Relations Area Files at Yale 
University.

Sedov, dating almost entirely from the period after 
Trotsky’s repulsion from the Soviet Union in 1929. 
Many o f these documents have been previously 
unavailable for study. The papers contain extensive 
drafts of more than 500 books (including the only 
known drafts o f his History o f  the Russian Revolu­
tion), articles, and circular letters. The microfilmed 
Trotsky papers cost $3,075.

The Nicolaevsky Collection, housed at the Hoover 
Institution in Stanford, California, will be filmed in 
its entirety by UM I over the next four or five years. 
Some o ther features o f this collection are personal 
papers of Maxim Gorky, Prince Kropotkin, Victor 
Chernov, Georgii Plekhanov, and Iurii Semenov; 
memoirs, reports, and other printed m atter on the 
condition o f Jews in Russian society, Karl Marx and 
the international socialist movement, secret police 
activities under the tsarist and socialist govern­
ments, the Kronstadt rebellion o f 1921, and post­
war Russian refugees; and the archives of the Social 
Democratic Labor Party, the Latvian Social D em o­
cratic Party, and the Socialist Revolutionary Party.

•  L ib ra ry  Services fo r  Persons w ith  D is­
ab ilities , SPEC Kit #176 (130 pages, July/August 
1991), contains the results of an ARL Office of 
M anagement Services survey on issues and con­
cerns associated with planning for persons with 
disabilities. Most libraries reported that they serve 
blind and visually impaired as well as physically 
challenged patrons; less than one-half reported that 
they serve the deaf and hearing impaired; and only

36% o f the ARL libraries that provide special ser­
vices reported that they serve learning disabled 
students. The kit describes the management and 
training programs in place, the space designated for 
special services, the adaptive equipment, and spe­
cific services offered by the libraries surveyed. Also 
included are four planning documents, three ser­
vice policies, one staff training manual, two position 
descriptions, three building evacuation procedures, 
eight library brochures and handouts, three  floor 
plans, two procedures for the use o f study areas, and 
three campus guides. O ther recent SPEC kits are 
on scholarly information centers (#175, June 1991) 
and expert systems (#174, May 1991).

Every state in the census was indexed, simplifying 
access for researchers.

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The Whole Library Handbook: Facts and figures to 
make you smile

•  The W hole L ib ra ry  H andbook, by George 
M. E berhart (500 pages, 1991). Every librarian can 
find som ething useful in the  W hole Library Book, 
an almanac, handbook, and miscellany o f library 
lore. Statistics, standards, guidelines, checklists, 
how-to advice, address lists, glossaries, awards, and 
librariana quizzes, nearly all drawn from other 
sources, are organized in ten  broad topical chapters 
(e.g., materials, special populations, technology, 
issues). T he selections emphasize practical con­
cerns such as preparing for a job  interview, evaluat­
ing an academic library director, shifting books, 
dealing with disruptive patrons, planning national 
library week observances, and orientation for new 
employees. Many o f the items have been  drawn 
from the  pages o f C&R L  News (which E berhart 
ed ited 1980-1990), making the book especially 
useful to academic librarians. Some items can help 
deal with everyday m inor administrative tasks (writ­
ing a position description) o r m ajor administrative 
challenges (responding to a censorship attem pt). 
O thers can be used to answer patrons reference 
questions (how to  choose an encyclopedia). O thers 
are handy resources on professional m atters (code 
of ethics). Still others give renew ed visibility to basic

texts all librarians need  to know and take to heart 
(Ranganathan’s im m ortal “Five Laws o f Library 
Science”). And others will provide a few m oments 
o f needed relief w hen professional m atters weigh so 
heavily one wants to do anything bu t deal with 
professional m atters. Among these are an amusing 
m ethod o f determ ining who on a staff will be 
selected to a ttend a conference, a test to judge 
w hether or not one is a book batterer, an irreverent 
history o f online access, and a  sprinkling o f N orm ’s 
Library Levity features by N orm an Stevens o f the 
M olesworth Institute. (One wishes for m ore hum or 
and hopes the next edition will include w eather 
forecasts for host cities o f major conferences, a 
much needed  planning aid.) The book is, o f course, 
indexed for easy access. Through the  index and its 
selection o f items that address librarians most im­
mediate needs, it prom ises to be frequently used. 
This speaks to so many issues and interests that few 
who visit its pages for one purpose will be  able to 
resist pleasurable detours into o ther sections. C op­
ies may be ordered  for $25.00 from ALA O rder 
D epartm ent, 50 E. H uron St., Chicago, IL  60611- 
2795.
