Elizabeth Thompson, non-print materials spe­
cialist at the University of the District of Columbia, 
retired at the end of September. A graduate of 
Douglass College with an MLS from the Catholic 
University of America, she had been on the UDC 
library and media staff for 16 years. Thompson 
joined the staff as a librarian at the D.C. Teachers 
College in 1971 and moved into the Media Services 
D epartm ent of the University’s Learning Re­
sources system in 1978.

H oward W. Cordell, former director of li­
braries at Florida International University, died on 
October 21 in Gainesville.

Hans Moldenhauer, honorary curator of 20th- 
century music in the Harvard College Library 
since 1984, died at his home in Spokane, Washing­
ton, the week of October 19th. Moldenhauer was 
the founder and director of the Moldenhauer Ar­
chives, a collection of primary musical sources 
from the Renaissance to the present.
