proach their jobs. The chapter explains that
individuals with various MBTI preferences tend
to choose divergent specialties within a profes-
sion, enjoy particular aspects of the job, and go
about completing tasks in distinct ways. Indi-
viduals with different preferences create special
niches within a specific occupation where the
likelihood of using their type preferences is
higher. Data for the chapter was taken from
Mary Jane Scherdin’s 1992 national study of
1,600 librarians, which was cosponsored by
ACRL and Consulting Psychologists Press.

This year marks the 25th anniversary of Na-
tional Library Legislative Day to be held in
Washington, D.C. on May 3-4, 1999. These
two days are of significant consequence to
librarians in general—and academic librarians
in particular—because they provide a venue
for librarians to make acquaintance with their
congressional representatives and to explain
how their actions and policy decisions can
affect your library. Considering the rapid
changes that are occurring in our libraries due
to evolving information technology, we must
keep our representatives informed and edu-
cated more than ever concerning the impli-
cations of information policy on academic li-
braries.
