The product de-
scriptions contain detailed, verifi ed informa-
tion, and the database may be searched by 
category, use, product name, manufacturer or 
supplier. The site also includes a bibliogra-
phy, a glossary, and explanations of how to 
choose the right cardboards, textiles, woods 
and wood derivatives, papers, and plastics for 
preservation purposes. The site is available 
in French or English.
