The Library of Congress and the Founda-
tion Center have collaborated to publish
the 2010 edition of Foundation Grants for
Preservation in Libraries, Archives, and

It lists 2,270 grants of $5,000 or more
that were awarded by 505 foundations
between 2005 and the date of publication.
It also contains a list of foundations that
make awards for preservation, a state-by-
state description of funded projects, and a
statistical analysis of the awards by founda-
tion, subject, recipient location, recipient
type, and grant size.
