We encourage all presenters to submit written papers to The International Journal of 

Interdisciplinary Social Sciences, a fully refereed academic Journal. Virtual 

participants may also submit papers for consideration by the Journal. All Conference 

participants who have finalised their registration will receive a complimentary online 

subscription to the Journal. This subscription is valid until one year after the 

Conference end date.
